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 1 Saturday, August 6, 2022.  

 2 1VC STENNIS:  Good morning, everyone.  

 3 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Good morning.

 4 1VC STENNIS:  I'd like call this meeting to

 5 order.

 6 . . . CALL TO ORDER . . . 

 7 Colors being in place, hand salute.  One,

 8 two.  

 9 . . . SALUTE TO COLORS BY ASSEMBLY . . . 

10 Chaplain Fast, would you uncover and give the

11 invocation.

12 CHAPLAIN FAST:  Our heavenly Father, our God

13 and our sustainer, we meet with mixed emotions

14 this morning.  And we ask that You comfort the

15 family and friends of Brad Teis.  

16 We know of Brad's Christian testimony and his

17 love of family and veterans.  While we will miss

18 his Legion homecoming, he's gone to a far greater

19 homecoming in his eternal home, leaving behind a

20 legacy that will not soon be forgotten.  

21 Bring comfort to his wife, Roxanne, and his

22 children, Bradley, Jr., Michael, Brittany, and

23 Ryan, and their grandchildren.  

24 We pray for daily guidance in the

25 uncertainties that life presents.  You promised
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 1 wisdom to all those who would ask of You.  And we

 2 ask of You Your wisdom in those matters we face

 3 today, not only in our personal lives but also in

 4 our administration pertaining to The American

 5 Legion Department of Ohio.  

 6 Let Your blessing and wisdom rest on our new

 7 Commander and leadership staff in the Department

 8 of Ohio.  

 9 Commander Charles Stennis has also voiced

10 Christian testimony among us.  So let Your grace

11 and peace guide him.  Continue the integrity of

12 his service to The American Legion, and all wisdom

13 and knowledge.

14 By Your grace, Lord, let this leadership team

15 of state, Districts and Posts experience a great

16 influx of peace and brotherhood for the betterment

17 of The American Legion, the State of Ohio, and the

18 United States of America.  

19 We pray this morning for all those in

20 leadership positions across this great nation of

21 ours.  Let the eyes of all of our understanding be

22 of You, be open to Your truth and way, that we may

23 prosper and live in peace.  

24 Hear our prayer, oh Lord, in Jesus' name,

25 amen.
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 1 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Amen.

 2 1VC STENNIS:  Now would 2nd Vice Commander

 3 Rue lead us in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 4 . . . PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE BY ASSEMBLY . . . 

 5 1VC STENNIS:  Now we'll have 2nd Vice Rue

 6 lead us in the preamble.

 7 . . . PREAMBLE BY ASSEMBLY . . . 

 8 1VC STENNIS:  Our POW/MIA empty chair.

 9 Resolution 288, adopted at the 67th National

10 Convention, calls for the designation of an empty

11 chair placed at all official meetings of The

12 American Legion, as a physical symbol of the

13 thousands of American Legion POW/MIAs still

14 unaccounted for from all wars and conflicts

15 involving the United States of America.  

16 This is a reminder for all of us to spare no

17 effort to secure the release of any American

18 prisoners from captivity, the repatriation of the

19 remains of those who died bravely in the defense

20 of freedom, and a full accounting of those

21 missing.  Let us rededicate ourselves to this

22 vital endeavor. 

23 At this time I'd like to bring up Interim

24 Adjutant Robinson for the roll call.

25 . . . ROLL CALL CONDUCTED . . . 
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 1 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  Commander, you

 2 have a quorum.

 3 1VC STENNIS:  All right.  Thank you.  

 4 I would be remiss without saying a couple of

 5 words about Brad, a great friend, great

 6 Legionnaire, great father.  

 7 Jason and I were with him, and JD, were with

 8 him in Indianapolis on Saturday.  

 9 This is a great loss.  It really is.  We had

10 made plans, put some things together.  So now

11 things change.  

12 And knowing Brad how I know him, he would

13 want us to continue and carry on in the spirit in

14 which he was 1st and 2nd Vice, and District

15 Commander.  So that's what we will do.  That's

16 what we will do.

17 First things first is handling some business

18 in house.  

19 What will happen is that Jason and I will

20 continue to carry out this year, Brad's year, and

21 then I will run for Commander and he will run for

22 1st Vice next year, next year.  

23 We will have a vote for 2nd Vice today.  We

24 will have that today.  We will have that today.  

25 But I wanted to let everyone know that that
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 1 is the plan going forward, is that I will serve

 2 out Brad's year as Commander and then next year I

 3 will be the Commander.

 4 One of the main reasons I would want this to

 5 happen is that I want everyone who has been

 6 appointed or put on a commission this year to

 7 stay.  I think continuity is the most important

 8 thing right now, going forward.  And keeping

 9 people in place, especially since they anticipated

10 being here for a year, I believe it's a good

11 thing.  It's a good thing.

12 All right, that being said, I think that is

13 it for that.

14 All right.  I'm sorry, I did miss that.

15 Where is the Sergeant-at-Arms?  

16 Do we have any guests?  

17 SERGEANT-AT-ARMS LONG:  Yes, Commander.  

18 We have Kaylynn and Laurie Cox, Gary Cox's

19 daughters; Robert Schmitt, Past Department

20 Commander; Roger Friend, Past Department

21 Commander; Chris Miller, 2nd Vice, 6th District;

22 Robert White, Past 13th District Commander;

23 Richard Houp, Americanism Chairman; Andy Atkins,

24 Children and Youth Chairman; Stanley Pleasant,

25 Past Department Commander; Carl Swisher, Past
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 1 National Executive Committeeman; Ron Chapman,

 2 Alternate NEC-elect and Past Department Commander;

 3 Stanley Pleasant, Past Department Commander; Chris

 4 Emmons, 2nd Vice for the 3rd District; Holly

 5 Lewis, Gifts for Yanks Chairman; Keith Whiddon,

 6 Assistant Historian; Jerry Wilson, National Vice

 7 Commander; and Arnold Whatley, candidate for

 8 Department 2nd Vice.

 9 1VC STENNIS:  All right, thank you.  Thank

10 you.

11 And welcome to all guests.  Thank you.  

12 At this time, 2nd Vice Jason Rue.

13 2VC RUE:  As you know, we still have Posts

14 that need to get stuff done to get your cards.  We

15 need to get that taken care of so we can start

16 getting those out.  

17 Speaking of which, does anybody have cards to

18 turn in today?

19 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  They turned them

20 in already.  

21 2VC RUE:  All right.  

22 We finished at just over 101 percent, not

23 quite 102 percent, for last year.  So we had a

24 pretty good year last year.  

25 We need to keep that up.  And what we need to
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 1 do that is we need to go out and preach to our

 2 Posts to keep the family strong.  

 3 And be transparent where you spend your

 4 money.  Don't be afraid to show people.  It's not

 5 patting ourselves on the back, people.  It's

 6 showing people where we spend our money in the

 7 community.  

 8 If we're supporting those veterans' families,

 9 they'll come in.  So you just have to let them

10 know that type of stuff.

11 We just had the golf outing.  Unfortunately,

12 it got rained out on Sunday.  

13 Next year it's at, Kettering is hosting it.

14 So we look forward to people coming out for that.  

15 And the only other thing coming up rather

16 quickly is the bowling tournament in February.  

17 Thank you.

18 1VC STENNIS:  Okay.  The first change in your

19 agenda, we will be moving Harold down to after the

20 Sons of The American Legion report because we

21 anticipate going into executive session.  So we

22 will be moving Harold down so we can make room and

23 some time for that.  

24 At this time, Chaplain Fast.

25 CHAPLAIN FAST:  I have a sick call list this
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 1 morning.  And we will all join and pray for them

 2 before I depart here.  

 3 We have Bart Arndt out of the 6th District,

 4 Commander.  He had a mini stroke.  John Looker,

 5 the Oratorical Chair, has COVID.  Robert Wilson,

 6 Past Department Treasurer, has COVID.  Tanya

 7 Owens, that's Al Buxton's daughter, she's in the

 8 hospital with pneumonia.  And Jerry Perry, 4th

 9 District Commander, is ill.  And again we remember

10 Brad Teis' family for their loss this morning.

11 So if you would join me in prayer, we'll just

12 have a quick word here for these.

13 Father, we know that You are the healer.  You

14 have told us from the very beginning You are the

15 God that heals us.  And many times in our daily

16 routines we just forget that.  

17 But Lord, I know from experience, and I've

18 seen it so many times, how You have touched lives

19 with Your healing touch.  And our Lord Jesus

20 healed everybody that came to him.  So using that

21 precedent, Lord, we just thank You that You'd

22 touch all these on the sick call list.  

23 And anyone in this room today, Lord, that has

24 a need in their body, we just ask, in Jesus' name,

25 that You touch them.  And we pray for that healing
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 1 and that joy again of good health to each and

 2 every one.  

 3 Amen.

 4 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Amen.  

 5 1VC STENNIS:  Okay.  Up next, Historian Al

 6 Beyer.  

 7 HISTORIAN BEYER:  Good morning.

 8 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Good morning. 

 9 HISTORIAN BEYER:  Good morning to The

10 American Legion Department Executive Board and all

11 of you on the Executive Committee, Post Commanders

12 and guests.  

13 First of all, my wife and I have extended our

14 condolences to Roxanne and her family on the

15 passing of our beloved Commander, Brad Teis.

16 I ask that you, my fellow comrades, to push

17 through these trying times with the same zeal that

18 Commander Brad has shown us all.  

19 And any time when we need assurances, comfort

20 and peace, I look back to reading Psalm 91.

21 Okay.  Secondly, in finishing out the year,

22 there was a total of two history books that I

23 received for the year.  Post 236 of Newton Falls,

24 of District 9, with Rick Nelson, and Post 633,

25 Seaman, out of District 7, with Rebecca Rickey.  
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 1 Each Post's Historian will receive a

 2 certificate of achievement for their submission.

 3 They will be judged at Department for best overall

 4 Post History Book and will receive a framed

 5 certificate of excellence and a Legion, of their

 6 choosing, tie or scarf.  It will then be submitted

 7 for entry to the National History Book Contest.  

 8 In October, I will be attending the National

 9 Association of Department Historians of The

10 American Legion in Indianapolis, where all Post

11 History Books from across the country will be

12 judged.

13 I would also like to introduce my assistant

14 for this year, personally selected by Brad.  His

15 name is Keith Whiddon.  

16 Did I say that right?  

17 ASST. HISTORIAN WHIDDON:  Correct.  

18 HISTORIAN BEYER:  Okay.  

19 He's from Post 139, in District 10.  

20 And can we give him a warm welcome?

21 (Applause). 

22 I also would like to give thanks to Keith in

23 advance as we prepare to schedule visits across

24 the Department to capture Post and District events

25 and activities as we learn about them.  
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 1 And don't be afraid or don't be shy to step

 2 up and welcome him aboard personally if you don't

 3 know him.  You know, it's in the family.  

 4 And I want to also thank my wife, Dayna

 5 Beyer, she's the Department of Ohio Auxiliary

 6 Historian, for her continued support and

 7 assistance to highlight the best of Ohio, our

 8 Legion family.  

 9 And many thanks to Brad, also, for his

10 appointment for Keith and myself.  

11 And with Commander Stennis, we are assured to

12 have many more cherished memories.  

13 Also, at this time, and I hope I get this

14 right, so bear with me, right now, when we have a

15 history book contest, the winner here at

16 Department level gets a scarf or a tie.  I would

17 like to boost that up to a $100 gift certificate

18 to his Post, along with a plaque.  

19 And I believe I need a motion to do that

20 before it goes to the Finance Committee.

21 FROM THE FLOOR:  You can make a motion.

22 HISTORIAN BEYER:  Oh, I can make the motion?  

23 All right, I make the motion that we up the

24 prize for the -- 

25 FROM THE FLOOR:  Al.  
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 1 HISTORIAN BEYER:  Yes, sir.  

 2 FROM THE FLOOR:  You can't.  You're not a

 3 voting member.  

 4 HISTORIAN BEYER:  Oh, that's right.  

 5 6TH DISTRICT CMDR COX, JR.:  Gary Cox, Jr.,

 6 6th District Commander, makes a motion to give

 7 $100 and a plaque to the winner from the

 8 Historian.

 9 HISTORIAN BEYER:  For the Post.

10 14TH DISTRICT CMDR LIFE:  John Life, 14th

11 District Commander, seconds the motion.

12 1VC STENNIS:  All right.  

13 Are you done with your report, Al?  

14 HISTORIAN BEYER:  Yes.

15 FROM THE FLOOR:  You've got a motion on the

16 floor.  

17 HISTORIAN BEYER:  Yeah, we've got a motion on

18 the floor we have to vote on.

19 1VC STENNIS:  Not a problem.  Not a problem.  

20 Is there any discussion?

21 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).  

22 1VC STENNIS:  Seeing there's none, all in

23 favor of accepting the motion that's on the floor

24 use the sign of aye.  

25 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Aye.  
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 1 1VC STENNIS:  All not in favor?  

 2 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).  

 3 1VC STENNIS:  All right, motion passes.

 4 HISTORIAN BEYER:  Commander, that concludes

 5 my report.  Thank you.

 6 1VC STENNIS:  Thank you.  

 7 All right, NEC Klostermeier.

 8 NEC KLOSTERMEIER:  Commander.  

 9 All right, I don't really have a whole lot.  

10 The National Convention is coming up.  I do

11 have a list of our National call-ins.  We had 27

12 call-ins this year.  But I see we have to replace

13 one.  

14 And I don't know if Jim is out here or not,

15 but maybe the Commander can get with him and find

16 out what he wants to do with Brad Teis' position

17 for the Americanism Council.  So we'll need

18 somebody to replace that.  One of our delegates

19 will have to take that place.  

20 But other than that, we're looking forward to

21 National Convention.  They say the average

22 temperature at this time of the year is going to

23 be about 81 degrees.  It's probably going to be

24 like 95, like it's been around here.  

25 It's quite a year we're having.  It started
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 1 off with 16 90-degree days and now they're

 2 claiming we may have 30 before it's over with.  

 3 But other than that, there's not a lot going

 4 on, until National Convention.  

 5 Thanks, Commander.  

 6 1VC STENNIS:  Thank you.  

 7 Alternate NEC Masowick.

 8 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  Commander.  I'll

 9 stand here, if I could, Commander.  

10 1VC STENNIS:  You sure can.  

11 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  Call-ins, they're

12 doing it a little bit different this year.  You

13 have to go to MyLegion, and you're going to have

14 to go online and put all your finances on the

15 paper, on the -- what's that blue writing they put

16 on there?  The link.  You've got to go to that

17 link and then you'll be able to get your money

18 when you get there.  

19 All right.  That's my first official and last

20 official report as Alternate NEC.

21 1VC STENNIS:  Outstanding, outstanding.  I

22 laughed, I cried, and then I laughed again.  

23 All right, Past Department Commander Wilson.

24 PDC WILSON:  Thank you.

25 Well, first off, we all know that Brad was a
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 1 great man, husband, father, veteran, Legionnaire.

 2 And he was one of my best friends.

 3 For the past five years, Brad and I talked

 4 every day, or we text or we e-mailed or we saw

 5 each other.  

 6 His love for The American Legion was

 7 unwavering and should be an inspiration to all of

 8 us to do better, to move on, not hold grudges, be

 9 a better person.  

10 Brad had just recently bought his Department

11 of Ohio vehicle.  It belongs to the Department of

12 Ohio.  And I feel whatever Brad had invested in

13 it, we should give to Roxy.

14 Brad had, with his trade-in of his vehicle

15 and what he had to put down in cash, it was

16 $13,609.60.  

17 I would like to move that we reimburse

18 Roxanne that amount of money, with the approval of

19 the Finance Committee and the DEC.  

20 4TH DISTRICT 1VC BUXTON:  Buxton, 1st Vice,

21 4th District, seconds.

22 1VC STENNIS:  All right, we have a motion and

23 a second.  

24 Any discussion?

25 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).
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 1 1VC STENNIS:  All right, seeing there is

 2 none, all in favor of reimbursing Roxanne Teis for

 3 the funds that were spent for the Department

 4 vehicle this year use the sign of aye.  

 5 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Aye.  

 6 1VC STENNIS:  All not in favor.  

 7 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

 8 1VC STENNIS:  Motion passes.

 9 PDC WILSON:  I'd just like to say that I

10 appreciate that thoughtfulness of us.  

11 If you don't know, when you pick out your

12 Commander's car, Department gives you $25,000.

13 You have to put up the rest.  That car has to be

14 clear and free.  You can't have a loan on it.  

15 I thought what we could possibly do with this

16 vehicle is to keep it for the Department, if we

17 didn't get the other vehicle that was promised to

18 us for free.  

19 I feel like that was an agreement between

20 Brad and the dealership.  They may or may not

21 still go through with it.  I don't know.  But if

22 we do get the free car, then we can decide.

23 Perhaps we want to use this for something

24 else.  Perhaps we could let the Department use it,

25 or Department officers, if they had to travel, so
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 1 they're not racking up miles on their own vehicle,

 2 or we could just sell it.  

 3 But I think this is the right thing to do for

 4 Roxy and her family.  

 5 Also, talking about the National Convention,

 6 we're all going to be going there pretty soon, on

 7 your sheets is a lot of information, but the Ohio

 8 party is going to be held on Monday instead of

 9 Sunday, because National had a lot of things

10 planned with their festival that's going to be

11 going on up there.  So I didn't want anybody to

12 have a conflict, so that's why we changed it to

13 Monday.  

14 Hopefully it's going to be great weather.

15 We're going to be on the sun deck of the hotel.

16 And we're going to have food and drinks from 6:00

17 to 8:00.  We have the sun deck to 10:00.  So if

18 you want to, we're going to have some music.  And

19 if you want to stay up there until 10:00, after

20 8:00 you'll be paying for your own drinks.

21 So that's all I have, Commander.  Thank you.

22 1VC STENNIS:  Thank you.

23 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Commander.  

24 1VC STENNIS:  Yes. 

25 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Just a little
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 1 discussion on that is I know the shape of the

 2 vehicles that they currently have, the Pontiac and

 3 then the Dodge vehicles.  And I would like to make

 4 a motion that that vehicle be titled to the

 5 Department, --  

 6 Has it been titled yet?

 7 1VC STENNIS:  Yes.

 8 PDC WILSON:  Yes, it's been titled.  It's

 9 been titled to the Department of Ohio.

10 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  -- that it stays

11 with the Department of Ohio and it's utilized as

12 an additional vehicle, due to the mileage that's

13 on the other vehicles, and that the Department

14 Adjutant has the ability to, you know, decide who

15 utilizes that vehicle.

16 1VC STENNIS:  Okay, we have a motion.  

17 Is there a second?  

18 6TH DISTRICT CMDR COX, JR.:  Gary Cox, Jr.,

19 6th District Commander, seconds.

20 1VC STENNIS:  Any discussion?  

21 PDC WILSON:  Thank you.

22 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  Assistant

23 Adjutant Robinson, or Interim Adjutant.  

24 I did talk to Maurice, which is who Brad was

25 dealing with on getting the other vehicle.  He
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 1 still assured me that that deal is in place and

 2 they are still working it.  So, when that time

 3 comes, we will be able to make a better decision

 4 on what to do with this vehicle.  But as of right

 5 now, it would make a great addition to the

 6 Department.  

 7 Thank you.

 8 1VC STENNIS:  Any more discussion?  

 9 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  One more thing.  

10 I do think we need to be looking at -- 

11 1VC STENNIS:  You need to let them know who

12 you are.  

13 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  I'm sorry.

14 Suzette Heller, 12th District 1st Vice.  

15 I really think that -- I know 25,000 is not

16 enough for a vehicle.  So I think that we should

17 be looking at alternative options for Department

18 vehicles, maybe do some research on what other

19 Departments are doing, and come up with a

20 best-case scenario for our Department, what would

21 fit for our Department.  Because that's a huge

22 expectation for somebody to have to do that.  

23 So I know a lot of Departments lease

24 vehicles.  And I know this Department has had

25 discussions on that in the past.  There are folks
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 1 who have been adamant about that not being the

 2 best situation.  But things change, mindsets

 3 change, people change.  So I would propose that

 4 the Finance Commission and maybe our table

 5 officers do some due diligence and look at options

 6 for vehicles for future Commanders.

 7 1VC STENNIS:  All right.  Is there any more

 8 discussion?

 9 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

10 1VC STENNIS:  All right, seeing there's none,

11 all in favor of -- I forgot what the motion was,

12 I'm sorry -- all in favor of the previous motion

13 that was just mentioned give the sign of aye.  

14 FROM THE FLOOR:  Accepting the vehicle.

15 1VC STENNIS:  Accepting the vehicle.

16 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Aye.

17 1VC STENNIS:  All not in favor.  

18 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).  

19 1VC STENNIS:  All right.  So the motion

20 passes.

21 That's what you get for trying to write and

22 listen at the same time.

23 Alrighty, next up, Assistant Judge Advocate

24 Doug Russell.

25 ASST. JUDGE ADVOCATE RUSSELL:  Can I speak
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 1 from here?

 2 1VC STENNIS:  You sure can.

 3 ASST. JUDGE ADVOCATE RUSSELL:  I have two

 4 things.  

 5 Number 1:  If you want to get up and speak,

 6 you address the Chair.  After the Commander

 7 recognizes you, state your name and your position.  

 8 Number 2:  If we go into an executive

 9 session, no motion is needed.  If you make a

10 motion to go in executive session, how are you

11 going to get out of it?  You can't make another

12 motion to reconvene because you're not in session

13 and you're not convened.  

14 The Parliamentarian is correcting me.  He

15 said you need a motion.

16 How can you make a motion to go back into

17 your --

18 PARLIAMENTARIAN CRAUN:  You don't.  

19 ASST. JUDGE ADVOCATE RUSSELL:  You don't?  

20 PARLIAMENTARIAN CRAUN:  You just say you're

21 going back into session.

22 ASST. JUDGE ADVOCATE RUSSELL:  Okay.  That's

23 why we've got a Parliamentarian.  

24 So we will require a motion to go into

25 executive session.
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 1 1VC STENNIS:  Now I know what a tennis ball

 2 feels like.  

 3 All right, at this time we will hear from our

 4 Department Parliamentarian, Arden Craun.  

 5 PARLIAMENTARIAN CRAUN:  I have nothing.  

 6 1VC STENNIS:  Alrighty, he's got nothing. 

 7 All right, our Department Interim Adjutant.

 8 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  All right.  

 9 The first thing is we got a thank you from

10 the Ruland family.  

11 "Thank you for your kind words and prayers.

12 Donna Ruland."  

13 So if anybody wants to see it, it's up here

14 (indicating).

15 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  Adjutant, Steve

16 Masowick, Alternate NEC.  

17 What was the thank you for?  

18 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  Attending the

19 funeral for Joe, Joe Ruland.  

20 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  Okay.  

21 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  Some of our

22 members went for it.  

23 Post 290 is putting together a care package

24 delivery to Kentucky.  If anybody would like to

25 help with that, please get ahold of Post 290.
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 1 They are going to be taking stuff to Kentucky.  I

 2 do have an e-mail from them.  If you'd like to see

 3 it, I will be glad and happy to show you.  

 4 After the meeting today, if you have SAL

 5 cards for your Post, we can go back to the room.

 6 They are packing them right now.  There is a

 7 sign-out form.  We'll have you sign for them.  You

 8 are welcome to take them.  

 9 District officers, I have the quota plaques

10 from last year.  They are in the back.  I have how

11 many you need.  We'll go back and we'll get them

12 counted up and you can take those with you today

13 also.  

14 That's all I have, Commander.

15 1VC STENNIS:  Okay, as we continue on, next

16 up, Richard Houp, Americanism.  

17 And behind him will be Andy Atkins, Children

18 and Youth.

19 CHAIRMAN HOUP:  Commander.  

20 The Americanism report is as follows:

21 We met on July 18th, at 2:00 PM, here in the

22 Department Library.  Call to order at 2:00 PM by

23 myself.  We had a salute to the colors and an

24 invocation by Melissa Fowle.  The Pledge of

25 Allegiance was led by myself.
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 1 Roll call was by Christie.  Stan Oren of the

 2 1st District was present.  Thomas Tierney, not

 3 present for the 2nd District.  Melissa Fowle of

 4 the 3rd District, present.  Henry Knight, 4th

 5 District, present.  Cheryl MacDonald of the 5th

 6 District, present.  Roy Terry, 6th District, was

 7 excused.  Bill Frost, 7th District Chairman, was

 8 present.  The 8th District Chairman was vacant.

 9 William Dittebrand, 9th District, was present.

10 Richard Houp, of course, present.  Thom Stan, 11th

11 District, present.  William Lindsay, not present.

12 Kevin Conlan was excused.  And John Life was

13 present.

14 The guests were Christie White; 4th District,

15 Ted Hendren; and Mark Mahlman from the 1st

16 District.  

17 Reading of the previous minutes.  John Life,

18 14th District Chairman, moved.  Seconded by Stan

19 Oren, to approve the minutes of the last meeting.

20 Approval of Committee Rules.  John Life, 14th

21 District Chairman, motioned that they be accepted.

22 Seconded by William Dittebrand, 9th District

23 Chairman, to approve the commission rules.

24 Testing Dates for the A&G testing will be

25 October 31st through November 4th, for the first
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 1 time.  The second will be November 7th through the

 2 11th, 2022, the make-up dates.

 3 Stan Oren, 1st District Chairman, motioned,

 4 seconded by William Dittebrand, to accept the

 5 testing dates and make-up dates.

 6 The trip dates are tentatively March 5th

 7 through the 10th.  The second week would be the

 8 12th through the 17th.

 9 John Life, 14th District Chairman, motioned,

10 and seconded by Thom Stan, 11th District Chairman,

11 to accept the trip dates based on the availability

12 of Arlington National Cemetery to lay the wreath

13 and completing the things that need to be done.

14 The essay, we accepted the following

15 question.  

16 Henry Knight, 4th District Chairman started

17 the discussion about selecting a topic that has to

18 do with current events.  The most current event is

19 school shootings.  The commission then started

20 discussing school shootings.  

21 Henry Knight, Jr., also started a discussion

22 on COVID-19.  

23 Richard Houp discussed teen suicide.

24 John Life discussed civics in schools and

25 civic duty.
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 1 Stan Oren discussed social media and mental

 2 health. 

 3 The commission decided the test question will

 4 be about school shootings.

 5 John Life made the motion, which was seconded

 6 by Melissa Fowle, to have an essay question read:

 7 "If you notice a post on social media with threats

 8 to your community, do you think that it is your

 9 civic responsibility to report it?  Please explain

10 your answer."

11 Unfinished Business.  

12 Americanism Pins.  Each District will be

13 given 50 pins, and they will be paid for at $5

14 each.

15 Melissa Fowle, our 3rd District Chairman,

16 motioned, seconded by Henry Knight, 4th District

17 Chairman, to send some pins and a thank you note

18 to Tom Rowe and Rick Isabell for helping to design

19 the pins.

20 The Educator of the Year nominations need to

21 be turned in to Department by September 15th.

22 Substitute teachers are eligible.

23 Stan Oren, 1st District Chairman, motioned,

24 seconded by Thom Stan, the 11th District Chairman,

25 that the commission will accept any applications
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 1 that come in by September 15th, even if they are

 2 on the old forms.

 3 Melissa Fowle, 3rd District Chairman,

 4 discussed adding a question to the top of the A&G

 5 test that asks if the student would be interested

 6 in attending Buckeye Boys State or Buckeye Girls

 7 State or Oratorical.  

 8 Thom Stan, 11th District Chairman, suggested

 9 the Posts should e-mail each student that

10 question.  

11 Discussion was held about the Americanism

12 programs.

13 New Business.  

14 Cheryl MacDonald discussed if students don't

15 want to identify as male or female, what should we

16 do?  

17 John Life suggested we follow the same laws

18 as the State of Ohio does.  The state does not

19 recognize non-binary, just male or female.

20 John Life, 14th District Chairman, motioned,

21 seconded by William Dittebrand, District 9, to

22 allow Christie White, Department Children and

23 Youth, to update all the A&G certificates.  Motion

24 passed.

25 Good of the Legion, none.
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 1 Benediction was given by Melissa Fowle.  We

 2 adjourned at 3:04 PM.

 3 Commander, that's my report.

 4 1VC STENNIS:  Thank you.  

 5 All right, we've got to get a motion to

 6 accept the Americanism report.

 7 14TH DISTRICT CMDR LIFE:  John Life, 14th

 8 District Commander, makes a motion to accept the

 9 report.  

10 1VC STENNIS:  Alrighty.  

11 Can I get a second?

12 PDC WILSON:  Past Department Commander Jean

13 Wilson seconds it.

14 1VC STENNIS:  All right.  Any discussion?

15 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).  

16 1VC STENNIS:  Seeing there's none, all in

17 favor of accepting the Americanism report use the

18 sign of aye.  

19 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Aye.  

20 1VC STENNIS:  All not in favor.  

21 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

22 1VC STENNIS:  All right, the report passes.  

23 Next up is Andy Atkins, Children and Youth.  

24 CHAIRMAN ATKINS:  The meeting was brought to

25 order at 12:00 o'clock on July 16th, and Chairman
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 1 Atkins opened the meeting.  A salute to the colors

 2 was made.  Invocation was given by Al Buxton.  The

 3 Pledge of Allegiance was led by Chairman Atkins.  

 4 The roll call was made by Christie White.  On

 5 the 1st District, Chester Kendzierski was not

 6 present.  Ken Schutz, 2nd District Chairman,

 7 present.  Al Burlingame, 3rd District, present.

 8 Al Buxton for Frank Morrow, 4th District Chairman,

 9 present.  Al Beyer, 5th District Chairman,

10 present.  Carrol Liston, 6th District, present.

11 Paul Sands, 7th District, not present.  Donald

12 Capps was here for Robin Johnson, 8th District

13 Chairman.  And Jose Rivera, 9th District Chairman,

14 present.  Andy Atkins, Department Chairman,

15 present.  Thom Stan, 11th District, present.  Rick

16 Garren, 12th District, present.  And Robert White

17 was not present but he was excused.  And John

18 Life, 14th District Chairman, was present, along

19 with Christie White, Americanism and Children and

20 Youth Coordinator.  And Ted Hendren, 4th District,

21 Post 199, was also there.

22 Reading of Previous Minutes.

23 John Life, 14th District Chairman, moved,

24 seconded by Jose Rivera, 9th District Chairman, to

25 approve the minutes of the last meeting.
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 1 Under the donations, Rick Garren, 12th

 2 District Chairman, motioned, seconded by Jose

 3 Rivera of the 9th District, to keep the 2022-2023

 4 Children and Youth Commission donations to

 5 Sojourners Care Network.

 6 Discussion was held.  Ken Schutz asked if we

 7 can ask Robin to send us a report on the program

 8 and what they are doing.  Robin has not been at

 9 the last few meetings, so the commission would

10 like her to send us a program report so that we

11 know what the money was being spent on.  

12 Motion amended by Jose Rivera, 9th District

13 Chairman, that the commission will table deciding

14 on who the '22-'23 donations will be raised for.

15 And it was seconded by Al Buxton and the motion

16 passed.

17 Unfinished Business.

18 It's been unfinished for a while, but we

19 discussed, again, T-shirts.  This time we had

20 several quotes.  

21 The first quote has full color, front and

22 back.  T-shirts without pockets, $12.  T-shirts

23 with pockets, 15.  And polos without pockets, 18. 

24 Second quote, T-shirts without pockets, 6.50.

25 Polo without pockets, 15.
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 1 John Life, 14th District, motioned, seconded

 2 by Jose Rivera, the 9th District Chairman, to go

 3 with the first quote, pending approval of a loan

 4 from the Finance Committee.  

 5 The order will be 25 smalls, 25 medium, 50

 6 large, 50 extra large, 50 2x-large, 25 3x, and 25

 7 4x.  

 8 The shirts will be sold for $20, the

 9 T-shirts.  And the other shirts, the large polos,

10 will be $25.  

11 Now as soon as we get approval from the

12 Finance Committee, we will get those for sale. 

13 John Life, 14th District, motioned, seconded

14 by Thom Stan, 11th District Chairman, to order

15 each member of the commission a polo shirt with

16 pockets to wear in their Posts.  The motion

17 passed.

18 With that, I want to mention also that we did

19 pay for them, our individual shirts.

20 Child Welfare Worker of the Year applications

21 need to be sent to Department by September 15th.

22 Teen Suicide Awareness pamphlet.  Again we

23 talked about pamphlets for suicide awareness.  The

24 commission discussed creating a pamphlet on Teen

25 Suicide Awareness to hand out.  There was a sample
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 1 that the commission was given to review, but

 2 there's a lot of other information we'd like to

 3 see in there.  

 4 Also, Akron Fire Department announced a new

 5 nationwide suicide hotline, calling 988 to be

 6 connected to a mental health support person.  

 7 Just a note, I tried this out.  And the

 8 timing is very good.  They're right with you.

 9 It's faster than anything I've seen so far.  And

10 it deals with all kinds of suicides.  

11 Al Burlingame asked that every commission

12 member bring things they want to see in the

13 suicide awareness brochure to the fall meeting and

14 the commission will create one then.

15 The Children and Youth Commission wants to

16 have a table at Mid-Winter to give out pamphlets,

17 and maybe sell T-shirts, hopefully, and to give

18 out brochures.  Anybody who wants to volunteer, be

19 sure and get with me so we know we have the table

20 covered.  

21 Ken Schutz mentioned that a gun raffle was

22 discussed at the last meeting for a fundraiser.

23 Commission members went to some local places to

24 see if they can get one donated and there was no

25 luck.
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 1 Thom Stan, 11th District, motioned to table

 2 the gun raffle discussion depending on how the

 3 T-shirts sell.  John Life, 14th District,

 4 seconded.  The motion passed.

 5 Under new business, the Special Olympics

 6 donation was discussed.  It was motioned by Jose

 7 Rivera, 9th District Chairman, and seconded by Ken

 8 Schutz, the 2nd District Chairman, to donate

 9 25,000 to Special Olympics.

10 Al Buxton wanted to discuss a program that

11 Indiana does on flag education.  This is a test

12 for fourth graders.  It is an educational comic

13 book for students to read and a test for them to

14 take afterwards that shows that they were

15 competent in what they were reading.

16 Jose Rivera, 9th District Chairman, motioned,

17 seconded by John Life, 14th District Chairman, to

18 have the 4th District be a pilot program, and then

19 report back to the commission how they passed out

20 materials and administered the test.  Then the

21 commission will decide if they need to adjust

22 anything or want to carry the program forward.

23 That motion passed.

24 Under the good of The Legion, the Convention

25 Committees were discussed.  John Life also
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 1 mentioned that Bill Fast has stepped down as the

 2 14th District.  And John Life is replacing Bill

 3 Fast.  He will be missed.

 4 Benediction.  Al Buxton, 4th District

 5 Chairman, gave the benediction.  

 6 The meeting was adjourned at 1:22 PM.

 7 That's my report.

 8 1VC STENNIS:  Thank you, Andy.

 9 14TH DISTRICT CMDR LIFE:  John Life, 14th

10 District Commander, makes a motion we accept his

11 report.  

12 1VC STENNIS:  I got a motion.  Have I got a

13 second?

14 4TH DISTRICT 1VC BUXTON:  Buxton, 4th

15 District 1st Vice, seconds.  

16 1VC STENNIS:  We have a motion and a second.  

17 Any discussion?

18 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).  

19 1VC STENNIS:  Seeing there's none, all in

20 favor of accepting the Children and Youth report

21 use the sign of aye.  

22 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Aye.  

23 1VC STENNIS:  All not in favor.  

24 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

25 1VC STENNIS:  The report passed.  
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 1 Is Jose here?

 2 Or I think, Harold, everything will be

 3 covered in your report?

 4 TREASURER SAVAGE:  I guess I'll do it.

 5 1VC STENNIS:  All right.  I love your

 6 enthusiasm.

 7 TREASURER SAVAGE:  Yeah. 

 8 1VC STENNIS:  Media, Marketing and

 9 Communications, Chris Emmons.  

10 CHAIRMAN EMMONS:  Good morning.  

11 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Good morning. 

12 CHAIRMAN EMMONS:  This is my first committee

13 meeting of the DEC.  I will keep it short and

14 sweet.  

15 The minutes were provided to all of you, so

16 here's a summary.

17 I want to thank Holly Lewis for standing in

18 for me as the chair of the meeting, as I did have

19 to miss it because of the baseball tournament.  

20 All Districts were represented except for

21 District 2.  That position is vacant.  District 8

22 is vacant.  Donald Capps, the 1st Vice Commander,

23 was substituting.  And Districts 9 and 11 were

24 absent.  

25 The previous meeting minutes for March 13th
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 1 were approved.  

 2 The spring of 2022, Ohio Legion News summary:

 3 $27,257.76 were spent.  That was $4,815.06 over

 4 budget.  

 5 The digital-only review:  Distribution is

 6 currently at 2,631 members.  We were planning to

 7 use Facebook and other means of communication to

 8 increase the number of those subscribing to the

 9 electronic version.  And a conversation was had

10 about updating the verbiage in our Department

11 Constitution and Bylaws to remove the word "mail"

12 news to all members.  This will be for logistical

13 distribution, with discretion to the commission to

14 protect future administrative changes.  

15 This concludes my report.

16 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  Steve Masowick

17 Alternate NEC.  Is the on-line subscriptions

18 getting better?

19 CHAIRMAN EMMONS:  It is.

20 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  Great.

21 CHAIRMAN EMMONS:  It's not growing at the

22 rate that a younger veteran would like to see it,

23 but it's getter better.

24 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  Good, good.

25 1VC STENNIS:  All right, I need a motion to
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 1 accept the MMC report.

 2 6TH DISTRICT CMDR COX, JR.:  Gary Cox, Jr.,

 3 6th District Commander, makes a motion.

 4 1VC STENNIS:  All right.  I need a second.  

 5 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Second.  Suzette

 6 Heller, 12th District 1st Vice, seconds.

 7 1VC STENNIS:  Outstanding, outstanding.  

 8 Any discussion?  

 9 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).  

10 1VC STENNIS:  All right, seeing there's none,

11 all in favor of accepting the MMC report use the

12 sign of aye.  

13 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Aye.

14 1VC STENNIS:  All not in favor?

15 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

16 1VC STENNIS:  All right, motion carried.  

17 Thank you.

18 Next up, Legislative, Mr. LaVoy.

19 CHAIRMAN LAVOY:  Commander, officers, good

20 morning everyone, fellow DEC.  

21 Before I start with the Legislative minutes,

22 I just want to talk about that there's currently

23 over 170 pieces of legislation that are affecting

24 veterans.  Before covering these minutes, I just

25 wanted to talk about one and give an update.  
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 1 On August 2nd, the U.S. Senate issued a final

 2 vote on the historic Sergeant First Class Heath

 3 Robinson Honoring our PACT Act, insuring millions

 4 of veterans exposed to the noxious fumes emanating

 5 from the burn pits will have access to the

 6 Department of Veterans Affairs care and benefits.  

 7 The American Legion supported this

 8 legislation.  And after some technical revisions,

 9 it was passed by a vote of 86 to 11.  So this

10 clears the PACT Act for signature by the

11 president.  So we should see that in the next few

12 days.  

13 The Legislative Commission met at Department

14 Headquarters on July 16th, at noon.  

15 And as my fellow 3rd District officer

16 mentioned, the minutes for our Legislative

17 Commission were passed out by email to all DEC.

18 So you should have had time to review them.  So I

19 will just hit a couple of the highlights.

20 We did have a quorum present, with nine of

21 the 14 Districts represented.  

22 We still have a vacancy in District 13.  So

23 District 13 out there, we still need someone to

24 fill the role for Legislative.  

25 Jason Rue was nice enough to come in to our
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 1 meeting and welcome us and thank us for our

 2 support and our dedication to the Legion.  

 3 Under legislation and elections, Senate Bill

 4 252, this is veterans asbestos exposure and

 5 private claims.  There was a discussion on a need

 6 to draft a resolution to authorize the fight

 7 against this bill and to give an organization

 8 standpoint on this bill.  The motion was carried

 9 by our commission.  And Scott Palider has drafted

10 a resolution, which we have decided is going to go

11 back to committee for revision and fine tuning

12 before we present it to the DEC.  

13 The meeting lasted about an hour and 17

14 minutes and concluded.  

15 Commander, pending your questions, this

16 concludes my report.

17 1VC STENNIS:  Thank you.  

18 Any questions for the Legislative Committee?

19 CHAIRMAN LAVOY:  Yes, sir.  

20 13TH DISTRICT CMDR LOCKYER:  Lockyer, 13th

21 District Commander.  

22 For the 13th District, I had something for

23 that.  I believe I sent an e-mail out back in

24 June.

25 CHAIRMAN LAVOY:  Okay, I'll make sure Scott
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 1 gets that information.  

 2 13TH DISTRICT CMDR LOCKYER:  Okay.  

 3 CHAIRMAN LAVOY:  I'll reach out to him.

 4 Thank you very much.

 5 13TH DISTRICT CMDR LOCKYER:  Thank you.

 6 1VC STENNIS:  Anymore questions?  

 7 Yes, Joyce.

 8 9TH DISTRICT CMDR HANNUM:  Joyce Hannum,

 9 Commander, 9th District.  

10 On the Legislator of the Year packet, is

11 there actually a form to be filled out, or is it

12 just a narrative?

13 CHAIRMAN LAVOY:  It's just a narrative at

14 this point.  

15 9TH DISTRICT CMDR HANNUM:  So those are just,

16 those are mostly pretty light; right? 

17 CHAIRMAN LAVOY:  Correct.  

18 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  It's a resolution.  

19 CHAIRMAN LAVOY:  Yeah, it's a resolution at

20 this point.  Yes, that's correct.

21 1VC STENNIS:  Any other questions?

22 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

23 1VC STENNIS:  All right, seeing there's none,

24 can I get a motion to accept the Legislative

25 report?  
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 1 6TH DISTRICT 1VC EATON:  Shane Eaton, 1st

 2 Vice Commander, 6th District, makes a motion to

 3 accept.  

 4 1VC STENNIS:  Can I get a second?  

 5 4TH DISTRICT 1VC BUXTON:  Buxton, 4th

 6 District 1st Vice, I'll second it.

 7 1VC STENNIS:  Any discussion?  

 8 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

 9 1VC STENNIS:  Seeing there's none, all in

10 favor of accepting the Legislative use the sign of

11 aye. 

12 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Aye. 

13 1VC STENNIS:  All not in favor?

14 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

15 1VC STENNIS:  All right, the report passes.

16 Thank you.

17 Mr. Buxton, National Security.

18 CHAIRMAN BUXTON:  Commander.  

19 Good morning.  

20 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Good morning.

21 CHAIRMAN BUXTON:  The National Security

22 Standing Commission met on July 16th, 10:00 AM, at

23 Department Headquarters.  There was 11 Districts

24 present, one District excused, and one District

25 had no chairperson.  
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 1 Our guests were Brad Teis, Jason Rue, and Ted

 2 Hendron from the 4th District.  

 3 Review of previous committee minutes.  A

 4 comment from Chairman Buxton made sure that the

 5 Law and Order and Environmental Subcommittees know

 6 that they have been taken on by this commission.

 7 Motion by Hannum of the 9th, second by Rogers of

 8 the 5th.  The motion carried.

 9 Opening remarks.  

10 District reports:  The 6th District reminded

11 the commission that the third Friday in September

12 is National POW/MIA Day.  

13 District 9 asked about all Department winners

14 for 2022 and how they will get their award.  Also

15 asked why environmental awards aren't getting

16 submissions anymore.  States that many have not

17 known about these awards and that the commission

18 needs to take the forms to meetings and make sure

19 it is revitalized.

20 District 14 handed out its District reports

21 for the commission members to review, if they

22 would like to.

23 Old business:  POW/MIA pins and their costs.

24 Need to order the POW/MIA pins that we have sold

25 in the past, with the red ribbon and that emblem
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 1 on it.  The pins went really well.  So we would

 2 like to order some more of them and continue the

 3 sales of them.  The commission will sell the old,

 4 overstock POW pins to raise additional funds.  Old

 5 pins were distributed following the meeting's

 6 adjournment.

 7 New business:  Of-the-year awards, they're

 8 due September 15th, Department needs to e-mail to

 9 new District emails.  Districts 1, 3, 5 and 9 will

10 be the voting members for this year, along with

11 the tiebreaker being the Chair.  Alternates will

12 be 7, 11 and 13th Districts for Law and Order

13 Awards.

14 Weiler of the 3rd made a motion to accept the

15 award packet.  Seconded by Leach of the 11th.

16 Discussion by Hannum about sending e-mail about

17 having a new cover sheet sent for the nominees'

18 packets for 2022, and also wished to discuss these

19 awards in spring meetings going forward.

20 Discussion on simply resubmitting last year's

21 nominees who did not win.

22 Rules of the commission was brought up.

23 Motion by Russell of the 10th to accept the rules.

24 Seconded by Eaton of the 6th.  And the only change

25 in that is all the committees should be changed to
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 1 "commission."  Motion carried.

 2 Resolutions:  Discussion on 22-07 going to

 3 National Convention occurred.  If you don't know

 4 what 22-07 is, it was about the National Guard not

 5 getting paid for their call-ups from the states.  

 6 Good of the Legion:  Make sure the Districts

 7 hear all commission reports at their District

 8 meetings.  Add award pages to program award

 9 packet.

10 Closing prayer by Tom Leach.  The meeting was

11 adjourned at 10:50 AM, not PM.

12 Mr. Commander, that concludes my report.  

13 And as a voting member of the commission, or

14 of the DEC, I make a motion that we accept my

15 report.

16 6TH DISTRICT 1VC EATON:  Shane Eaton, 1st

17 Vice Commander, 6th District, seconds.

18 1VC STENNIS:  All right, thank you.  Thank

19 you.  

20 Do we have any discussion on the National

21 Security report?

22 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

23 1VC STENNIS:  All right, seeing there's none,

24 all in favor of accepting the National Security

25 report use the sign of aye. 
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 1 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Aye.  

 2 1VC STENNIS:  All not in favor.  

 3 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

 4 1VC STENNIS:  All right, the report passes.  

 5 VA&R, Scott Palider.

 6 COORDINATOR PALIDER:  So, our VA&R meeting

 7 was held at 4:00 PM, in the library, on July 16th.

 8 We were called to order, had a salute to the flag,

 9 prayer, Pledge of Allegiance, roll call.   

10 Pat Grzybowski of the 1st was there.  Mike

11 Blackwell was there.  Gary Cox, Jr., filled in for

12 Dave Cook for the 6th.  Donald Capps is the 8th

13 District representative, I believe, now.  Bob

14 Rhode was there.  Leroy Brinkhoff from the 13th

15 was there, and Bob Carson.  

16 I have vacancies from the 11th District.  I

17 have a vacancy in the 5th District, I believe.  

18 5TH DISTRICT CMDR BISHOP:  Scott.  

19 COORDINATOR PALIDER:  Yes.  

20 5TH DISTRICT CMDR BISHOP:  Remember I talked

21 to you on the telephone about that?  

22 COORDINATOR PALIDER:  Oh, yeah.  Okay, I'll

23 fix my roster.  

24 The 4th District is still Bob Ray.  I'm not

25 sure what's going to happen with that.  
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 1 And I talked to Commander Teis at the

 2 baseball tournament regarding Chairman Chuck

 3 Craynon.  Apparently he might be stepping away.

 4 So we might have to fill a new chair and a 2nd

 5 District member.

 6 We had one guest.  That was Kaylynn Cox.  

 7 We discussed new business.  

 8 A Gifts for Yanks update was Gifts for Yanks

 9 passed in the resolution at convention.  It's now

10 its own standing, it's its own committee now.  It

11 only answers to the DEC.  

12 Commander visits are being scheduled by Bill

13 Genochio and myself.  

14 The critical issue that was presented to the

15 commission was the Ohio Veterans Homes are at a

16 critical staffing shortage.  That is the director

17 says they are under 50 percent staffed.  

18 If you know anybody in the Sandusky or

19 Georgetown area looking for employment in

20 healthcare, apply to work for the Ohio Veterans

21 Homes.  It's a very rewarding job.  They are

22 working, they informed me that they're working on

23 increasing the pay for that so they are

24 competitive with private nursing homes.  

25 There is, and I will post this on the

 1 Facebook page, on September 8th, 2022, at the

 2 National Veteran Memorial Museum, will be the

 3 Second Annual Ohio Veterans Expo.  It is for

 4 employment, job opportunities for veterans.  It

 5 will be held from noon to 6:00 at the National

 6 Veterans Memorial in Columbus.  

 7 The commission was notified that Ohio is

 8 working on getting new homes due to the crumbling

 9 infrastructure of their current homes.  There is a

10 budget surplus in 2022.  So there looking at all

11 avenues to potentially get a new veterans home

12 made in the state.  There's a big push in the

13 DeWine cabinet as well.  

14 Suicide prevention awareness is the

15 Commander's program for this year again.  

16 The rules of the commission were accepted by,

17 Gary Cox, Jr., made the motion, from the 6th

18 District.  And Rhode of the 10th seconded the

19 motion.  The motion was carried.  

20 Post Service Officer training will be held

21 September 17th, from 8:30 AM till 4:00 PM.  This

22 is on the Department website.  It will be taught

23 by the lovely Bill Genochio and the DSOs.  You can

24 find the information on the website under the Post

25 Service Officer tab.  
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 1 Good of The Legion:  We discussed Senate Bill

 2 252.  And this is an Ohio State Bill on asbestos

 3 claims that could negatively impact veterans

 4 private claims if you aren't service connected

 5 with asbestos exposure.

 7 Grzybowski and we adjourned at 4:33 PM.

 4 CHAIRMAN CRAUN:  The Detachment Executive

 9 Foundation North Committee, chaired by Bob Carson,

10 Jr., and a Veterans and Children South Committee,

11 chaired by Adam Jones, both reporting to the

12 Children and Youth Committee.  

13 Approved the National Convention Delegates

14 and Alternates, and nominations for National

15 Convention Committee Delegates.

16 Approved the appointments of Bill Towns, Jr.,

17 Jeff Vrabel, Sr., and David Brown, to the

18 Detachment Constitution and Bylaws Review

19 Committee.  

20 Approved the 2023 Detachment budget proposal,

21 with all line items to remain the same as 2022.

22 Department Liaison Robinson announced that a

23 charter application for Marengo Memorial Squadron

24 710, District 6, has been submitted.

25 The homecoming for Detachment Commander
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 1 Dennis Albright will be held on Saturday, October

 2 15th, at Chillicothe Post 757.

 3 The next Detachment Executive Committee

 4 meeting will be held at Department Headquarters on

 5 Saturday, October 15th, 2022, at 10:00 AM.

 6 That concludes the report.

 7 1VC STENNIS:  We need a motion.  

 8 6TH DISTRICT 1VC EATON:  Shane Eaton, 1st

 9 Vice Commander, 6th District, makes the motion.

10 1VC STENNIS:  We need a second.

11 11TH DISTRICT CMDR WAINWRIGHT:  Commander,

12 Wainwright, Commander of the 11th District,

13 seconds the motion.  

14 1VC STENNIS:  All right.  Any discussion?

15 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

16 1VC STENNIS:  All right, seeing there's none,

17 all in favor of accepting the Sons of The American

18 Legion report use the sign OF aye.  

19 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Aye.  

20 1VC STENNIS:  All not in favor.  

21 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

22 1VC STENNIS:  The report passes.  

23 Our Treasurer.

24 TREASURER SAVAGE:  We're going to try and get

25 through this here, and do it the right way.  
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 1 First of all, just a few comments.  

 2 Last year, I talked about separating the

 3 administrative and the programs into two different

 4 cartages, operating and non-operating, because the

 5 one did not work on our P&L.  I've talked to Rea &

 6 Associates and had a couple meetings with them

 7 this year.  And we're going to try to get that

 8 started as of the beginning of this year in

 9 reporting it that way.  

10 Also, we are looking at monthly reports, so

11 we can get a better idea, you know, and so we can

12 see how much money we're spending and compare that

13 to a year-to-year basis and so forth.  

14 Okay, now, everybody has a copy of the audit

15 for 2021, I believe.  

16 2020, you've got.  2020 is the one, the hard,

17 the big one, the finalized one.  

18 So we need to go over 2021 audit.  

19 Are there any questions that I might be able

20 to answer for you?  Anybody have any questions on

21 the audit for 2021?

22 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  You're talking about

23 just the paperback?  

24 Steve Masowick, Alternate NEC.  

25 $3,814.51 is unaccounted for?  Is that my
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 1 understanding?  Am I on the right thing here?

 2 TREASURER SAVAGE:  I don't remember anything

 3 being unaccounted for.

 4 Well that's basically an observation that out

 5 of all the stuff that they did, that was something

 6 they found.  They couldn't find that.  

 7 So that's something we have to address, going

 8 into next year, and make sure that, in the next

 9 year's audit, that it's taken care of and

10 everything is accounted for by our accounting

11 firm.  So that's basically what that says.  

12 They just did a test market and they found

13 that there was not receipts for that.  Now,

14 probably they may have talked to the accountants

15 and they came up with some kind of an idea, but

16 that was just, from when they did that, that means

17 that they did find that there was an error and

18 they had to be a little more careful on that.  

19 But with a million and a half budget, $3,000

20 is not bad.  I mean, yeah, basically, going

21 forward, that just tells us to be more careful.  

22 We'll have to address that with our

23 accounting.  Which, right now, I've been

24 addressing a lot of things with them.  More than I

25 probably should have to.  But that's one of the
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 1 things we will address with them.  

 2 And getting back to the meeting I had last

 3 Tuesday, I was going through some of this year and

 4 there were some deposits and other things where

 5 there was no explanation as to what it was for

 6 already.  

 7 So, yes, we're on top of that.  But there are

 8 a lot of transactions, let me tell you.  

 9 Yes, Suzette.  

10 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Suzette Heller,

11 12th District 1st Vice.  

12 On the 27 receipts totaling $3,814.51, did

13 they give you a list of what those receipts were?  

14 TREASURER SAVAGE:  No.  

15 Like I say, it was just an observation.  They

16 took a test market, and they went, or, you know,

17 kind of test audit of a group, and they went

18 through them and those are the ones they found,

19 which, like I say, you know, with a million and a

20 half budget, it's not a big thing.  But it's

21 still, it is something we need to address and it

22 is a problem.

23 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Right.  

24 Is it the fact that they just couldn't find

25 them associated with the electronic record?  It's
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 1 not the fact that we don't have them, it's just

 2 that they weren't associated; is that true?

 3 TREASURER SAVAGE:  Well, with my experience

 4 with Rea & Associates, what it is is when they do

 5 the transactions to report, what it was for and

 6 why and so forth, they just didn't put the

 7 information in there.  And then it was probably a

 8 impossible to go back and determine exactly what

 9 it was for.  

10 I know that in our office supplies a lot of

11 times, when I was going over it for 2021, I think

12 it was, they would have, you know, listed that,

13 you know, office supplies, Walmart, and, you know,

14 that's all.  So there may not be a receipt there.

15 Or some of the stuff that they did on credit

16 cards, there may not have been a receipt.  There's

17 a lot of possibilities.  

18 Like I say, you know, we do, I don't know,

19 five or 6,000 transactions a year, or something

20 like that.

21 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Did they look at

22 this electronically or did they look at this on

23 paper?  So when they asked us to provide them that

24 information, were they looking for paper

25 documentation?
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 1 TREASURER SAVAGE:  That was all provided by

 2 Rea & Associates.  And I really can't tell you

 3 that.  

 4 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Okay.  

 5 TREASURER SAVAGE:  That one I don't know.

 6 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  All right.

 7 5TH DISTRICT 1VC MOORE:  Marty Moore, 1st

 8 Vice, 5th District.  

 9 Now, I'm reading this, and it was 3800.  They

10 only put 30,503.86.  And of those charges, you've

11 got 38,114.51.  That's more than 10 percent of

12 your charges of 30,000, which was the random poll

13 that you looked at and investigated.  

14 So, on a million and a half budget, how much

15 is it?  I mean, if we would have pulled all those

16 receipts, and you're already running a 10 percent

17 on just 30,000 of it, that's kind of scary.

18 TREASURER SAVAGE:  Well, like I said, there's

19 a lot of problems I've had with Rea & Associates.

20 I'm not real happy with them.  

21 And nobody has -- I went through over three

22 or 4,000 transactions for 2021.  And I found quite

23 a few things I did not like.  And I addressed some

24 of those last Tuesday.  

25 And I think that we have to be very careful
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 1 and go through a lot of stuff.  That's why this

 2 new program -- and I've already requested all the,

 3 all of the transactions for July to go through, as

 4 we set up this now system.  

 5 But, yeah, at times I'm going through these

 6 transactions and I'm finding things I don't like.

 7 I know there was something I brought up about

 8 where they were writing checks to petty cash.  And

 9 I said, no, I want to know what that's for and

10 who's taking charge of that money and so forth.  

11 But it's just things like that that we have

12 to fine tune it.  We have to go through and check

13 everything.  

14 And a lot of it is they're just not listening

15 or they're just doing it wrong, is my opinion, and

16 Charles' too.  I mean we've talked about this.  

17 And our first thing is to go to Rea &

18 Associates, tell them what we don't like, tell

19 them what's wrong, and get them to change it.  And

20 if they're not willing to change and we still have

21 problems, then we're going to have to look at

22 another alternative.  

23 But I don't believe that, in my opinion, and

24 just from what I know of the way things work, I

25 don't think we're losing money or anything like
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 1 that, or it's going to somebody wrongly or

 2 anything like that.  I think the problem is

 3 they're just not documenting things the way they

 4 should be so that we don't this.

 5 PDC WILSON:  I have a question for you,

 6 please.  

 7 Jean Wilson, Past PDC.  

 8 Who are you talking about when you say that

 9 you looked at things and you don't like it?  What

10 do you mean by that?

11 TREASURER SAVAGE:  I mean that -- well, just

12 like they don't have enough detail in the

13 transactions.

14 PDC WILSON:  Are you talking about Rea &

15 Associates?

16 TREASURER SAVAGE:  Yes.

17 1VC STENNIS:  Yes.

18 PDC WILSON:  Okay.  I just wasn't quite sure

19 what you were meaning there.  I didn't know if you

20 meant that somebody spent money inappropriately

21 or -- 

22 TREASURER SAVAGE:  No, no, no.  

23 PDC WILSON:  You're just saying how they're

24 reporting it in the audit?    

25 TREASURER SAVAGE:  Yeah.  They're not
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 1 documenting everything properly.  

 2 PDC WILSON:  Because you weren't really clear

 3 on that.  

 4 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  That's clearer that

 5 way.  

 6 TREASURER SAVAGE:  Yeah.  

 7 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  I thought someone

 8 was stealing.  

 9 TREASURER SAVAGE:  Yeah, I don't think

10 there's any wrongdoing, other than they're just

11 not doing it properly, not accurate.  They're not

12 as accurate as they should be.  

13 It's hard to know.  When I was going through

14 all the transactions, because I looked at them and

15 I said, well, what the heck is this for, you know.

16 But I could tell by the price, sometimes, what it

17 was for.  But it's just how they're just not

18 documenting it, and they're not as detailed as we

19 would like them to be.  Because everything should

20 be.  

21 Suzette?

22 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Yes.  Suzette

23 Heller, 12th District 1st Vice.  

24 I just want to add, also, that so when we

25 decided to go with Rea and Associates for our
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 1 accounting practice, what happened was, just so

 2 everybody understands, is that, through the audit

 3 process -- so when I was left with the 2018, right

 4 through that audit process, Rea & Associates was

 5 having to adjust the books so often because of how

 6 they were previously handled.  

 7 So the reason why we continued with Rea &

 8 Associates and went with a new auditor is because

 9 you can't make adjustments and be the auditor at

10 the same time.  That would not be considered an

11 independent audit.  Okay?  

12 So our reasoning for finding a new auditing

13 company was because it was more valuable for us,

14 the Department, to have a company with experience

15 of our books, like Rea & Associates.  Right?

16 Because they've been auditing our books for years,

17 and years and years.  

18 So we then, in turn, instead of hiring a

19 finance officer, we then acquired a person from

20 Rea & Associates to do our books.  

21 Now that also, that meant they were doing the

22 accounts payables.  So they were putting the money

23 into the right buckets and doing accounts payable.

24 Okay?  

25 So Becky was doing accounts receivables,
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 1 Carol was doing accounts payables, and then I

 2 would then sign the checks.  So there was an equal

 3 balance of finance there.  So the same person who

 4 was cutting the checks, depositing the money, was

 5 not signing the checks.  So we made sure that

 6 there was checks and balances in there. 

 7 Now what happened is, there were two other

 8 people in the QuickBooks prior to Rea &

 9 Associates.  So there was a lot of people in there

10 and it was the QuickBooks desktop version, or the

11 QuickBooks on-line version is what we had, because

12 that's what Patrick Atkinson previously had

13 encouraged the Department to go with.  Okay?  

14 Well, Carol passed away.  All right?  

15 So the benefit of having Rea & Associates is

16 that we have a whole team of people that can

17 advise the Department.  Right?  So having that

18 whole team of people in the nonprofit sector of

19 accounting allowed somebody else to step in and

20 continue the work.  

21 So I do know that Carol had -- there were

22 some things going on with Carol at that time.  And

23 then Nancy, who stepped in after Carol passed

24 away.  

25 We then transitioned from QuickBooks online
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 1 because it was such a vague system.  Right?  It

 2 didn't allow you the opportunity to drill in on

 3 the detail.  So we then transitioned into

 4 QuickBooks desktop.  And we bought the QuickBooks

 5 desktop and we implemented that on July 1st of

 6 2021.  

 7 So I will say that the QuickBooks on-line

 8 version was not a good version for what our

 9 Department required for such detail on expenses,

10 and also revenue.  

11 So if that helps clear up any confusion about

12 this whole auditing process, working with Rea &

13 Associates, having Maloney and Novotny do the

14 audit, the transition to these different systems,

15 I think these are all contributing factors.  And

16 then setting in place a system in the finance

17 policies, the Department operations and finance

18 policies, was also something that we implemented.  

19 So I just hope that helps bring clarity and

20 eases people's minds that we spent a lot of time

21 and a lot of resources in getting our books

22 cleaned up.  Charles can attest to that.  

23 So, I mean, it doesn't sound great, but this

24 is actually progress.  And I think that we will

25 see a better audit next year, now that we've gone
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 1 to the QuickBooks desktop version and we're able

 2 to drill in on a little bit more detail, and the

 3 Finance Commission is more engaged in this

 4 process.

 5 TREASURER SAVAGE:  Well, Suzette, along with

 6 that, one of the issues that I know you've told me

 7 is that the woman that is doing our books doesn't

 8 have any accounting experience.  I have a lot of

 9 problems conveying to her how and what we want,

10 and how to set it up.  And she keeps saying, well,

11 we can't do that.  And her boss says we can.  So,

12 yeah, that's been a little bit of the issue too.

13 There's been a little bit of kickback, if she

14 doesn't really want to do things, she keeps saying

15 we can't do it that way.  

16 Because she is fiscal; right?  And that's

17 even with her boss, Ben.  They tend to lean toward

18 the fiscal side of it and how to set it up for

19 990, instead of our in-house accounting system.

20 And that's something we've been trying to get in.  

21 Like I say, we had a meeting for two hours.

22 I went and talked to them Tuesday, and we went

23 through all this stuff. 

24 1VC STENNIS:  Harold's got a question.  

25 1ST DISTRICT 1VC LANDIS:  Yeah, Landis, 1st
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 1 Vice, 1st District.  

 2 How long are we going to put up with Rea &

 3 Associates before we start an ad hoc committee

 4 looking at other accounting firms that could do

 5 the same job better with our programs we have?

 6 It's been going on for more than how many years?

 7 TREASURER SAVAGE:  Several.  

 8 1ST DISTRICT 1VC LANDIS:  I mean there should

 9 be somebody looking into maybe replacing them.

10 TREASURER SAVAGE:  Well, we've considered

11 that.  But the things is -- 

12 1ST DISTRICT 1VC LANDIS:  We should actively

13 be looking at other people that can be replacing

14 them if we need it.  We should have it now, not

15 have an ad hoc committee looking into it and we've

16 suffered another year of a 7.9 percent loss and we

17 don't know where it's at.

18 TREASURER SAVAGE:  Well, okay.  I don't think

19 we've actually lost anything along the way.  I

20 think everything is just a matter of it's not

21 being documented and we're getting too many things

22 where it's listed under "other," or it's listed

23 under "miscellaneous," and without detail.  

24 So it's not actually missing.  It's just we

25 don't know what it was for.
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 1 1ST DISTRICT 1VC LANDIS:  Well, yeah.

 2 TREASURER SAVAGE:  You know, we can't run the

 3 business that way.  Because this accounting is a

 4 tool that shows you where everything is at, where

 5 it's going, and that way you can tell where your

 6 money is going.  

 7 1ST DISTRICT 1VC LANDIS:  Yes, we talked.

 8 We've talked and I've been aware of what's going

 9 on.  But it's just that how long before we start

10 looking into another company, or other companies

11 and what their costs are, so we're not flatfooted

12 if we decide to get rid of Rea & Associates?

13 1VC STENNIS:  And Harold, I totally agree,

14 Harold.  And I have had discussions about this.  

15 They promised, at our last Finance meeting,

16 that they would get this together.  

17 Now, let me also state there ain't no money

18 missing.  There's no money missing.  

19 The problem is is they keep putting

20 everything in the wrong bucket.  

21 Here's a great example:  They keep putting

22 Buckeye Boys State money as revenue to the

23 Department of Ohio.  It is not.  It is not.  So

24 then, if you put that revenue in there and you go

25 down to the bottom line, it says we have an excess
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 1 of $300,000, which we don't, which we don't.

 2 Therein lies our problem.  Therein lies our

 3 problem.  

 4 Harold and I can extrapolate, pull those

 5 things out, and give you a number.  But if I'm

 6 paying you to do that, I shouldn't have to do it.

 7 I should not have to do it.  

 8 Now, we addressed those concerns.  We

 9 addressed those concerns with Ben.  He promised us

10 he would fix it.  If that does not happen, then

11 we'd have to go look at someone else.

12 TREASURER SAVAGE:  And the other problem is,

13 if we go looking for somebody, you've got to

14 realize they know a lot about our company and how

15 it works and so forth.  So it behooves us to try

16 and get them to do the things right, the way we

17 want to do them, first.  And then if they refuse

18 to do it, then obviously we have to go look for

19 somebody.  And you're talking about a big

20 operation there and things really being screwed

21 up.  

22 So we're trying everything we can to get

23 things worked out with them.  And like I say,

24 we're done.  

25 We're working on changing the way the, like
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 1 he was just talking about, our programs, getting

 2 that out of our P&L the way they're reporting.  

 3 Another thing we're having problems with is

 4 our money from the state.  Because of the way they

 5 do it on the 990, they received it all under the

 6 year it was promised, instead of each year.  We

 7 need to have that each year because that's what we

 8 offset against our -- 

 9 1VC STENNIS:  That's where we pay the DSOs. 

10 TREASURER SAVAGE:  And so we -- and then they

11 put in it and they take it out.  They don't know

12 what they want to do with it.  

13 And so we're trying to get it straightened

14 out to the point that this is the way we want it,

15 do it our way or else, and then we start looking.

16 But if we can't do that, then that's what we will

17 do.  

18 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  Thank you.  

19 TREASURER SAVAGE:  But that's about the only

20 thing I tell you right now is we're trying.  

21 And we've never had a cash flow report.  She

22 did one in January.  I told her I wanted one done

23 last year.  She did one in January and that was

24 it.  We don't know what's in any of our -- 

25 Joyce.
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 1 9TH DISTRICT CMDR HANNUM:  Joyce Hannum, 9th

 2 District Commander.  

 3 Have you actually put it in writing, are we

 4 going to say this is exactly what we want you to

 5 change, or is it all verbal?  If you're talking to

 6 finance people and they're talking numbers and

 7 you're talking buckets you want things put into,

 8 that's going to go in and out of their heads.  

 9 1VC STENNIS:  And actually, Joyce, they did

10 come up with a report.  We sat down and talked

11 with them.  We said this is what we want.  The

12 next meeting they came back and it was totally

13 different.  It was totally different.  So we have.

14 And then we reiterated this is what we want.

15 9TH DISTRICT CMDR HANNUM:  Yeah.  I just

16 wanted to make sure we had something in writing --  

17 1VC STENNIS:  Yep.  

18 9TH DISTRICT CMDR HANNUM:  -- and we're not

19 just firing somebody without a warning.  You know?

20 1VC STENNIS:  No, we have.  We have.  

21 9TH DISTRICT CMDR HANNUM:  Okay.  

22 1VC STENNIS:  We have.

23 9TH DISTRICT CMDR HANNUM:  Thanks.

24 TREASURER SAVAGE:  We're addressing it.

25 We're just not sure where we're getting right now.
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 1 But that's kind of what we have going, as far as

 2 that goes.  

 3 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  Thank you.  

 4 TREASURER SAVAGE:  We're working on it.

 5 That's all I can tell you right now.  It's a work

 6 in progress.  I know there's problems.  But there

 7 could be more problems if we go with another

 8 company and they don't know anything about us.

 9 There's going to be a long training period and

10 it's going to be really messed up.  

11 But at least if we can get this separated, if

12 we can get things to where it's a little more

13 simplistic, then it's going to be easier to switch

14 over.  

15 So I think we can work with them at least

16 another year, or through this year, and see how

17 things go.  And get, somehow, get as many bumps

18 worked out as possible.  We can get it simplistic

19 enough that we can switch over to another system

20 without too much hassle.  

21 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  Very good.  

22 TREASURER SAVAGE:  So that's our, going

23 forward, that's what we're looking at trying to

24 do.  

25 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  Thank you. 
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 1 TREASURER SAVAGE:  So, are there any other

 2 questions?

 3 PDC WILSON:  Wait a minute.  Are you done?

 4 1VC STENNIS:  Actually, I would just want to

 5 make a motion to accept the 2021 and 2020 audits,

 6 and then we will be.

 7 TREASURER SAVAGE:  2020 is finalized; right?

 8 Yeah, 2020 is finalized.  Yeah, we signed the

 9 letter.  So 2021.  

10 1VC STENNIS:  Yes.  

11 TREASURER SAVAGE:  2020 is done.  Okay.

12 1VC STENNIS:  Can I get a motion to accept

13 the 2021 audit by Maloney and Novotny?

14 NEC KLOSTERMEIER:  NEC Klostermeier so moves. 

15 1VC STENNIS:  All right.  Can I get a second?

16 1ST DISTRICT 1VC LANDIS:  Second.  Harold

17 Landis, District 1 1st Vice.

18 1VC STENNIS:  All right.  We have a motion

19 and a second.  

20 Any discussion?

21 I know we've had quite a bit of it.

22 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

23 1VC STENNIS:  Seeing there's none, all in

24 favor of accepting the 2021 audit by Maloney and

25 Novotny use the sign of aye.
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 1 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Aye.  

 2 1VC STENNIS:  All not in favor?  

 3 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

 4 1VC STENNIS:  All right, the motion passes.  

 5 At this time, I would like a motion to go

 6 into executive session.  

 7 14TH DISTRICT CMDR LIFE:  John Life, 14th

 8 District Commander, makes the motion to go into

 9 executive session.

10 11TH DISTRICT 1VC STAN:  Thom Stan, 11th

11 District 1st Vice Commander, seconds the motion. 

12 1VC STENNIS:  We will reconvene at the end of

13 executive session.  

14 Any nonvoting members or members that have no

15 further business may leave at this time.

16 (THEREUPON, THE COMMITTEE MOVED INTO

17 EXECUTIVE SESSION).

18 . . . CALL TO ORDER . . . 

19 1VC STENNIS:  Now everyone's stomach is full.

20 I don't want to see any droopy eyes.  If there's

21 snoring, I give the Sergeant-at-Arms permission to

22 flog that person.  

23 All right, so we are reconvening and we are

24 out of executive session.

25 FROM THE FLOOR:  Do we need a motion?
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 1 1VC STENNIS:  No.  

 2 All right, the first piece, we're going to

 3 continue with Harold's Finance report.  The first

 4 piece of business, though, we have to do is I

 5 would like the person who made the motion to

 6 accept the 2021 audit to rescind that motion

 7 because that audit is not in front of you.

 8 FROM THE FLOOR:  Who made the motion?

 9 THE REPORTER:  It was NEC Klostermeier and

10 Harold Landis.

11 1VC STENNIS:  Okay, so Harold made the

12 motion?  

13 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  No.  

14 1VC STENNIS:  Bob made the motion.  

15 I need you to rescind your motion for that.  

16 NEC KLOSTERMEIER:  Commander, Klostermeier,

17 NEC.  I rescind the motion on accepting the 2021

18 audit.

19 1VC STENNIS:  And Harold, if you'd rescind

20 your second.  

21 1ST DISTRICT 1VC LANDIS:  I rescind my

22 second.  

23 1VC STENNIS:  All right.  Thank you.  

24 Harold, would you come on up and complete

25 your report.  
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 1 TREASURER SAVAGE:  Okay, real quick.  As far

 2 as the minutes from the July 26th meeting, in that

 3 meeting, of course, we approved Eric's package,

 4 which is no longer relevant.  And we approved the

 5 transfer of Jean's car title.  We approved the

 6 audit for 2021.  We approved $40,535 to be drawn

 7 out of the Ohio Life Membership Trust Fund to be

 8 paid for fees.  And we approved the $28,500 for

 9 scholarships out of the Scholarship Fund.  

10 And we approved $150,000 transfer from our

11 money market fund to our general fund.  And this

12 is a temporary transfer.  It will go back.  We set

13 up this reserve fund for this purpose.  Our

14 membership dues and stuff are coming in kind of

15 slow because we got the cards late.  And we needed

16 the money to pay the bills that we have right now.

17 So that is basically just a loan.  

18 And then we tabled a call for, JD wanted to

19 buy six laptops.  And we just said when we don't

20 have money to pay the bills, we're going to table

21 that for now.  Okay?  

22 So that is my report.  And I make a motion --

23 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  There was more to

24 that.  There was also the hiring of a coordinator

25 that was approved.
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 1 TREASURER SAVAGE:  Oh yeah, the 42,000, we

 2 approved that.  Sorry, I missed that.  I can't

 3 believe that, in all this confusion, that I missed

 4 something.

 5 Anyway, I'll make a motion to approve my

 6 report.

 7 1VC STENNIS:  We have a motion to approve the

 8 Finance report.  Can we get a second?  

 9 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Suzette Heller,

10 12th District 1st vice, I second it.

11 1VC STENNIS:  We have a motion and a second.  

12 Any discussion?  

13 Yes, ma'am.

14 9TH DISTRICT CMDR HANNUM:  Just on page three

15 of that report, the third paragraph down, it says,

16 "Commander Teis stated that when he a," I think it

17 should be "and John Robinson," in the first line.  

18 1VC STENNIS:  Okay.

19 9TH DISTRICT CMDR HANNUM:  We need that

20 corrected.

21 1VC STENNIS:  All right.  

22 Anymore discussion?

23 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

24 1VC STENNIS:  All right.  Seeing there's no

25 more discussion, all in favor of accepting the
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 1 Finance report use the sign of aye.

 2 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Aye. 

 3 1VC STENNIS:  All no in favor?  

 4 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

 5 1VC STENNIS:  All right, the motion passes.

 6 Post charters and revocations, suspensions.

 7 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  I do have some to

 8 go over on that.  

 9 We do have a Post that has been closed.  It

10 is cleared off the books but we are the legal

11 tender for the Post.  It was 590, in Ironton.  We

12 need to sell the building or decide what else we

13 would like to do with it.  

14 Suzette?

15 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Commander, Suzette

16 Heller, 12th District 1st Vice.  

17 It says "taxes" on the agenda.  

18 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  Yes.

19 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  So do they have

20 back taxes?  

21 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  Yes, there is.  I

22 don't have the figure in front of me, I apologize.

23 I want to say it was around $9,000 in back taxes.

24 And the building was roughly valued at $33,000

25 right now, when I drove down there a month ago.
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 1 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Okay.  So, in the

 2 constitution and bylaws, was there a corporate

 3 resolution done to acquire the assets of the

 4 building? 

 5 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  No.

 6 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Okay.  So what

 7 needs to happen is a corporate resolution needs to

 8 be drafted with the statement from the

 9 constitution and bylaws that says that the

10 Department acquires all assets.  

11 We do not acquire any of their liabilities.

12 So the business filing, the secretary of state

13 business filing, whoever is the last agent of

14 record on that business filing, they are

15 responsible for the back taxes.  

16 Now, you can sell the building and, out of

17 good, pay the taxes that are due.  But,

18 technically, the Department does not, we do not

19 acquire that liability.  That is the liability of

20 the agent of record.  That's why it is very, very,

21 very important, that when a business is closed, it

22 is properly closed.  Right?  

23 So to properly close that, you went through

24 the secretary of state's office.  They run a tax

25 thing through all agencies and make sure there

 1 isn't any taxes owed.  Because that person's name

 2 on there, you want to close that with the

 3 secretary of state.  There's a specific form to

 4 close that business with the secretary of state.

 5 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  And we will be

 6 having to do the same with Post 504, which has

 7 also been closed.  

 8 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Correct.  

 9 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  And we've had

10 some very strong issues with them here recently.

11 So we are working on it.  

12 I will work on that and get both of those

13 done.  I just wanted to give you guys a briefing

14 on what was going on. 

15 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Yeah.

16 NEC KLOSTERMEIER:  Commander, NEC

17 Klostermeier, through the Chair.  

18 Does that also cover any liens that are

19 against the properties, or is it just taxes?       

20 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  All I saw was

21 just taxes on it.            

22 NEC KLOSTERMEIER:  Okay.  Because there could

23 be liens against the property.  

24 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  I did not see any

25 when I looked at them.  I actually met with the
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 1 clerk's office to go over their records and look

 2 at everything.  There was just back taxes on it.  

 3 NEC KLOSTERMEIER:  Okay, thank you.  

 4 1VC STENNIS:  Okay, next is resolutions and

 5 constitutional amendments.

 6 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  All right, just

 7 one point of order for this.  

 8 Resolution 21-02 was passed at convention

 9 this year.  It was mistyped when it was sent out

10 to everybody.  It should have been Article X.

11 Instead, it was put into Article XI.  We just need

12 a motion to move it over to Article X, so it reads

13 correctly.  It was the membership, where we took

14 the membership down to 15.  It just needs to be

15 put in the correct spot in the -- 

16 1VC STENNIS:  Go ahead and read the resolved

17 clause.  

18 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  Okay.  

19 The resolved clause:  "That Article XI,

20 Section 1, shall now read:  Section 1.  The local

21 unit shall be the Post, which shall have a minimum

22 membership of 15."

23 It just needs to be moved over to Article X.   

24 12TH DISTRICT CMDR BEATTY:  Brad Beatty,

25 District 12 Commander, makes a motion to have
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 1 21-02 moved up into Article X, not in Article XI. 

 2 1VC STENNIS:  We've got a motion.  Have we

 3 got a second?

 4 4TH DISTRICT 1VC BUXTON:  Buxton, 1st Vice,

 5 4th District, second.  

 6 1VC STENNIS:  Any discussion?  

 7 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).  

 8 1VC STENNIS:  All right, seeing there's none,

 9 all in favor of accepting the change in the

10 resolution use the sign of aye.

11 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Aye.  

12 1VC STENNIS:  All not in favor?  

13 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).  

14 1VC STENNIS:  All right, the motion passes.   

15 Old business, the hiring of the Adjutant.

16 What needs to be done here, as a group, we

17 need to approve the ad hoc committee that Brad set

18 up to hire the Adjutant.

19 I guess, Ken, you mentioned it in the last

20 emergency meeting that we had, that we needed to

21 do that.  

22 So at this time we need to do that to make

23 sure that we approve that committee as a body.

24 Who is on that committee is Jerry Wilson,

25 Doug Russel, Bob Klostermeier, Jerry White, and
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 1 myself.  That's who will be on that ad hoc

 2 committee.

 3 So, what I would need now is a motion.  And

 4 then if there's any discussion, we'll discuss that

 5 then.

 6 4TH DISTRICT 1VC BUXTON:  Buxton, 4th

 7 District 1st Vice, so moves.

 8 1VC STENNIS:  All right, we have a motion.

 9 Do we have a second?  Anybody?

10 13TH DISTRICT 1VC BOYD:  Boyd, 13th District

11 1st Vice Commander, seconds.

12 1VC STENNIS:  Discussion.

13 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Yes, Commander.

14 Suzette Heller, 12th District 1st Vice.  

15 I recommend that we add one to two people to

16 that committee from the DEC who has business

17 professional experience in hiring in that

18 capacity.  So, since it's five, I recommend we

19 take it to seven, we add two members from the DEC.

20 Because I know Bob is on there, but he will

21 be off the DEC.  So he won't be available, as a

22 member, to work with whoever that new Adjutant

23 will be.  

24 So I do think it's wise to have two people

25 from the DEC represented on that committee, as far
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 1 as the District leadership.

 2 1VC STENNIS:  Jerry.

 3 PDC WILSON:  Mr. Commander, Brad and I, when

 4 we talked about this, and Doug Russell and Bob

 5 Klostermeier, we specifically said we didn't want

 6 people from the DEC because they're voting

 7 members.  And if they're in the selected committee

 8 and also voting members, we felt that would be a

 9 conflict of interest.

10 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER::  Well, Bob is a

11 voting member.

12 PDC WILSON:  He won't be.   

13 NEC KLOSTERMEIER:  I won't be then.

14 1VC STENNIS:  Yes.

15 8TH DISTRICT 1VC CAPPS:  Point of order.  

16 If it's a conflict of interest, the bylaws

17 clearly state you abstain from voting.  You're

18 still representing.  You have the interest of the

19 committee, but you're unable to vote.  

20 Don Capps, District 8 1st Vice Commander.  I

21 apologize. 

22 1VC STENNIS:  Anymore discussion?  

23 Yes, sir.

24 3RD DISTRICT CMDR BLACKWELL:  Mike Blackwell,

25 3rd District Commander.  
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 1 As far as the application process, where are

 2 the applications coming, to Department for that or

 3 where are they going?

 4 FROM THE FLOOR:  They should go to the

 5 committee.

 6 1VC STENNIS:  They're going to the committee.

 7 3RD DISTRICT CMDR BLACKWELL:  The committee?  

 8 1VC STENNIS:  Correct.  

 9 3RD DISTRICT CMDR BLACKWELL:  Through

10 Department or to their personal home?

11 1VC STENNIS:  It should be through the

12 Department.

13 3RD DISTRICT CMDR BLACKWELL:  Through

14 Department to the committee?

15 NEC KLOSTERMEIER:  No.  

16 Commander, Klostermeier, NEC.  

17 I put this notice out, like I was asked to.

18 And I, personally, had it sent to Jerry Wilson's

19 house because they will be sealed and we will not

20 open them until we sit down as a group and start

21 picking the names to have interviews.  

22 Thank you, Commander.  

23 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER::  Suzette Heller,

24 12th District 1st Vice.  

25 NECman Klostermeier, who gave you that
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 1 authority to do so?

 2 NEC KLOSTERMEIER:  Commander Brad.  He wanted

 3 it out. 

 4 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  That committee was

 5 not even discussed or approved here at the DEC.

 6 So I think that's inappropriate.  I don't believe

 7 any resumes or applications should be going to

 8 anybody's home.  

 9 I think it is fine for them to be sent to the

10 Department and kept with the Commander in a sealed

11 envelope, and then the Commander then deal with

12 it, to distribute it to the committee.  

13 It should always bear the name of the

14 corporate address of which the organization

15 exists.  I don't agree with having any business of

16 the Department being sent to somebody's personal

17 home.  

18 It was very disappointing to see that the

19 National Adjutant sent that notice out.  That was

20 really inappropriate.  And it was very, just, I

21 felt like it was very disrespectful to the DEC.

22 1VC STENNIS:  I think we can all agree that

23 those resumes probably should come here.

24 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Yes.

25 1VC STENNIS:  I think we can agree to that.  
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 1 And no disrespect to what was previously

 2 done, but I think we can all agree, in all

 3 fairness, they should come here.

 4 Yes, sir? 

 5 3RD DISTRICT 1VC LAVOY:  Commander, 1st Vice

 6 Ken Lavoy, 3rd District.  

 7 If the process has already been set in motion

 8 where they are to go to an individual's home

 9 address, can we ask then that those applications

10 remain sealed and are brought to Department to

11 maintain transparency?

12 1VC STENNIS:  Yes, yes.  Sure.  

13 All right, so we have a motion on the floor,

14 a first and a second, to approve the committee,

15 the names I just mentioned.  

16 Is there any more discussion?

17 All right.

18 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Yes.  I

19 nominate -- 

20 FROM THE FLOOR:  Who are you?  

21 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Suzette Heller,

22 12th District 1st Vice.  

23 I nominate Ken Lavoy to serve on that

24 committee as well.

25 FROM THE FLOOR:  Point of order.
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 1 There's a motion on the floor.  So that had

 2 to wait until --

 3 NEC KLOSTERMEIER:  We would have to amend

 4 the motion.

 5 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  All right.  So --

 6 1VC STENNIS:  You would have to amend it.

 7 We'd have to amend it.  We'd have to amend it.

 8 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  I would like to

 9 amend the motion for the committee members that

10 you read off, which is -- do I need to repeat

11 that?

12 1VC STENNIS:  No.

13 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Okay.  

14 I amend the motion to include Ken Lavoy on

15 that committee.  

16 FROM THE FLOOR:  Did you make the motion? 

17 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  I make an

18 amendment to the motion.  

19 1VC STENNIS:  We'd have to rescind it first. 

20 Who made the original motion?  Who made the

21 original motion?

22 FROM THE FLOOR:  I did.

23 4TH DISTRICT 1VC BUXTON:  The 12th District

24 Commander did (sic).  I seconded it (sic).  I'm

25 sorry.  
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 1 FROM THE FLOOR:  That's correct.

 2 1VC STENNIS:  All right.

 3 THE REPORTER:  No, you made the motion.  

 4 FROM THE FLOOR:  No.

 5 NEC KLOSTERMEIER:  Yeah, he did.

 6 THE REPORTER:  Seconded by Boyd.  

 7 NEC KLOSTERMEIER:  He made the motion.  Al

 8 Buxton made the motion.

 9 2VC RUE:  You're correct.

10 1VC STENNIS:  Al, are you rescinding it?

11 4TH DISTRICT 1VC BUXTON:  Well, what have I

12 got to do, rescind it?

13 2VC RUE:  Rescind, amend, or leave as is.

14 4TH DISTRICT 1VC BUXTON:  I'm sorry?

15 2VC RUE:  You can rescind it, amend it, or

16 leave it as it stands.  Those are your options. 

17 4TH DISTRICT 1VC BUXTON:  I think I'm going

18 to leave it as it stands.  Because I, too, don't

19 think one of us voting members should be on that

20 board.   

21 Thank you.

22 1VC STENNIS:  All right.  So he's not going

23 to rescind it.  

24 So what has to happen now, what has been laid

25 out is either up or down.  That's all there is to
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 1 it.  

 2 Is there anymore discussion?

 3 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).  

 4 1VC STENNIS:  All right.  Seeing there's

 5 none, all in favor of the folks that I -- let me

 6 just read this off.

 7 The ad hoc committee is as follows:  Jerry

 8 Wilson, Doug Russell, Bob Klostermeier, Jerry

 9 White, and myself.  All in favor of having that ad

10 hoc committee as a committee to select the new

11 Adjutant of the Department of Ohio use the sign of

12 aye.  

13 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Aye.  

14 1VC STENNIS:  All not in favor?  

15 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Nay. 

16 PDC WILSON:  Do a hand vote.  

17 1VC STENNIS:  That's what we're going to do.

18 We're going to do a hand vote.  

19 All in favor raise your hand.  

20 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (Indicating).

21 1VC STENNIS:  All right, 13.  

22 Nays?

23 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (Indicating).  

24 1VC STENNIS:  I've got 14.  So the nays have

25 it.
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 1 All right, so, in the interest of time, the

 2 committee is now five.  It has to be an odd

 3 number.  

 4 FROM THE FLOOR:  Right.  

 5 1VC STENNIS:  If we are good with the five

 6 that are on there, can we move on from those five?  

 7 Now I know that Suzette would like to add Ken

 8 on as a representative.  But we want to keep the

 9 number odd.  

10 FROM THE FLOOR:  It needs to be two.  

11 1VC STENNIS:  It needs to be two people.  It

12 needs to be two people.

13 FROM THE FLOOR:  We need somebody to make the

14 motion.  

15 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  If Ken is -- I'm

16 sorry.  

17 Commander, if Ken is not a voting member, do

18 you need it?  If he's not going to vote because he

19 sits on the DEC, there's only five votes.  It's

20 six people, but five votes.

21 FROM THE FLOOR:  No.

22 2VC RUE:  No.  He can't vote during the DEC,

23 because he sits on that.

24 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  I see.  I got you.

25 1VC STENNIS:  So he has to abstain.  He has
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 1 to abstain.  

 2 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Understood.

 3 1VC STENNIS:  Well, let's do this --

 4 11TH DISTRICT CMDR WAINWRIGHT:  Commander.  

 5 1VC STENNIS:  Yes.  

 6 11TH DISTRICT CMDR WAINWRIGHT:  Wainwright,

 7 Commander, 11th District.  

 8 I would like to make a motion that we add two

 9 people from the DEC to this ad hoc committee.

10 1VC STENNIS:  Okay.

11 12TH DISTRICT CMDR BEATTY:  Brad Beatty, 12th

12 District Commander, seconds the motion.  

13 1VC STENNIS:  I have a motion and a second to

14 increase the ad hoc committee from five to seven,

15 from five to seven.  All right, I have a motion

16 and a second.  

17 Any discussion on this?  

18 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).  

19 1VC STENNIS:  All right.  Seeing there's

20 none, all in favor of increasing the ad hoc

21 committee to hire the next Department of Ohio

22 Adjutant use the sign of aye.  

23 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Aye.  

24 1VC STENNIS:  All not in favor.  

25 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).  
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 1 1VC STENNIS:  Okay.  

 2 Now what I will do is now take nominations,

 3 take nominations.  

 4 And let's do this very quickly, ladies and

 5 gentlemen.  Let's do this very quickly.  

 6 Any nominations for those two empty spots?

 7 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Suzette Heller,

 8 12th District 1st Vice.  

 9 I nominate Ken LaVoy, 1st Vice Commander of

10 the 3rd District, and Steve Wainwright, District

11 Commander of the 11th District.  

12 11TH DISTRICT 1VC STAN:  Thom Stan, 1st Vice,

13 11th district.  I'll second that motion.  

14 FROM THE FLOOR:  It's not a motion.

15 1VC STENNIS:  It's a nomination.  It's a

16 nomination.  

17 Before we vote on anything, the first thing

18 we have to do is make sure that they accept.

19 FROM THE FLOOR:  Yes. 

20 1VC STENNIS:  We have to make sure that they

21 accept.  

22 Ken and Steve, do you accept?

23 3RD DISTRICT 1VC LAVOY:  Yes. 

24 11TH DISTRICT CMDR WAINWRIGHT:  Yes,

25 Commander.  
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 1 1VC STENNIS:  Are there any more nominations

 2 for the ad hoc Adjutant committee?

 3 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

 4 1VC STENNIS:  Are there any more nominations

 5 for the ad hoc Adjutant committee?

 6 5TH DISTRICT 1VC MOORE:  I nominate -- this

 7 is Marty Moore, 5th District 1st Vice.  I nominate

 8 Darell, what do you call, Bishop. 

 9 I had to think about it.

10 5TH DISTRICT CMDR BISHOP:  Now you know what

11 I have to put up with.

12 1VC STENNIS:  I know.  I know.  

13 FROM THE FLOOR:  Do you accept?

14 1VC STENNIS:  Well he needs a second.  

15 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  Come on.  

16 FROM THE FLOOR:  He'll accept.  

17 1VC STENNIS:  We need a second.  

18 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  No, you don't.  No.  

19 1VC STENNIS:  Okay, all right.  

20 Do you accept, Darell?

21 5TH DISTRICT CMDR BISHOP:  Yes.

22 FROM THE FLOOR:  Now you've got to vote.

23 1VC STENNIS:  All right, last call.  Any more

24 nominations for the ad hoc committee to hire the

25 Adjutant for the Department of Ohio?  
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 1 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

 2 1VC STENNIS:  All right, the nominations are

 3 closed.

 4 All right, so, we will do a standing vote

 5 from each candidate.  We will do a standing vote

 6 for each candidate.  One more time, we're going to

 7 do a standing vote for each candidate.  

 8 FROM THE FLOOR:  You can only vote twice.

 9 1VC STENNIS:  You can only vote twice. 

10 FROM THE FLOOR:  For two people.

11 1VC STENNIS:  For two people.

12 4TH DISTRICT 1VC BUXTON:  Commander, Buxton,

13 1st Vice for the 4th District.  

14 Shouldn't the candidates go outside while we

15 vote?  

16 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  They can vote for

17 themselves.  

18 1VC STENNIS:  Yeah, they have a vote also.  

19 4TH DISTRICT 1VC BUXTON:  Okay.  I'm just

20 asking. 

21 1VC STENNIS:  No, no.  That's a very good

22 question.  But they have a vote also.  

23 All right, the first candidate is Ken Lavoy.

24 All who would like to see Ken Lavoy on that

25 committee please stand. 
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 1 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (Indicating).

 2 3RD DISTRICT 1VC LAVOY:  Can I vote for

 3 myself?  

 4 1VC STENNIS:  Yes.

 5 PDC WILSON:  Of course you can.

 6 FROM THE FLOOR:  It would be easier to count

 7 who's sitting.

 8 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Sharon McClain is

 9 actually standing.

10 1VC STENNIS:  All right, you may sit down.  

11 All stand for Steve Wainwright.  

12 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (Indicating).  

13 1VC STENNIS:  All right, you may be seated. 

14 All in favor for Darell Bishop.

15 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (Indicating).

16 14TH DISTRICT 1VC MCCLAIN:  Suzette is

17 sitting.

18 1VC STENNIS:  All right, you may be seated.  

19 By the count that we have, the two additional

20 folks that will be added to the Department ad hoc

21 committee to hire the next Adjutant will be Ken

22 LaVoy and Darell Bishop.  

23 Congratulations, gentlemen.

24 (Applause).

25 All right, now --
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 1 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  You need a motion for all

 2 seven now?

 3 1VC STENNIS:  No.  We already approved it.

 4 We approved it.  

 5 The next order of business is the, well, this

 6 is under old business, but it would be the pay of

 7 the Department Adjutant, of the Interim Adjutant.  

 8 Currently, JD is serving as the Interim

 9 Adjutant.  But he ain't being paid at the Adjutant

 4 Adjutant's pay, Commander?

 5 1VC STENNIS:  The Adjutant's pay is 72,000.

 7 FROM THE FLOOR:  I'll take the job.

 8 9TH DISTRICT CMDR HANNUM:  Joyce Hannum,

 9 Commander, 9th District.  

10 And this is only during the time -- because

11 if he wins the lottery and leaves, he's not going

12 to get that pay? 

13 1VC STENNIS:  Good, bad or indifferent,

14 that's it.  

15 9TH DISTRICT CMDR HANNUM:  Just for the

16 interim period?  

17 1VC STENNIS:  Just for the interim period.  

18 Me, myself, I don't think it's fair for

19 someone to be doing a job at a higher level and

20 not getting paid for it.

21 1ST DISTRICT CMDR MOTTER:  Kevin Motter, 1st

22 District Commander.  

23 Is it retro?  It's retroactive back to the

24 beginning of the time that he started serving;

25 correct?   
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 1 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  It should be.  Yeah.

 2 1VC STENNIS:  Well he would have to amend his

 3 motion.  He would have to amend his motion to that

 4 time period.

 5 8TH DISTRICT CMDR SCHMOLL:  I'll amend it.

 6 1VC STENNIS:  All right.  So we will include

 7 that in the motion.  

 8 FROM THE FLOOR:  It should be included in the

 9 motion.

10 1VC STENNIS:  All right.  So we will include

11 that in the motion, please.

12 FROM THE FLOOR:  The mover of the motion has

13 to make an amendment.

14 1VC STENNIS:  Okay.

15 So, Robert, include that in your motion,

16 please.

17 FROM THE FLOOR:  What are we adding?

12 CHAIRMAN BUXTON:  Buxton, 1st Vice Commander,

13 4th District, I put the name of Rick LaValley in

14 for 2nd Vice.

15 1VC STENNIS:  All right, we will do this

16 similar to how we just did the -- I'm sorry, are

17 there any more? 

18 FROM THE FLOOR:  We do not have a second on

19 Mr. LaValley.

20 1VC STENNIS:  We don't need a second.

21 FROM THE FLOOR:  Huh?

22 We don't need a second.  It's a nomination.

 4 1VC STENNIS:  All right.

 5 Yes, Mr. Wainwright.  

 6 11TH DISTRICT CMDR WAINWRIGHT:  Commander,

 7 11th District, I second that motion that the

 8 nominations be closed.

 9 1VC STENNIS:  All right, the nominations are

10 closed.  

11 We will do this similar to what we just did

25 1VC STENNIS:  All right.
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 1 FROM THE FLOOR:  We've got no letter.

 2 No ticky, no laundry.

 3 1VC STENNIS:  All right, all right.  

 4 FROM THE FLOOR:  I'm sorry.  If it ain't

 5 right, it ain't such.  

 6 1VC STENNIS:  Let's start.  

 7 Those who would vote for AJ Whatley, please

 8 stand.

 9 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (Indicating).

10 1VC STENNIS:  All right, you may be seated.  

11 Those who would vote for Gary Cox, please

12 stand.

13 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (Indicating).

14 1VC STENNIS:  And those who would vote for

15 Rick LaValley.

16 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (Indicating). 

17 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  Commander, just a

11 elect the next 2nd Vice of the Department of Ohio

12 use the sign of aye.  

13 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Aye.  

14 1VC STENNIS:  All not if favor?  

15 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

16 1VC STENNIS:  All right, that motion passes.

17 Okay, now, a simple majority, we had AJ that

18 got 15, and then Gary got 13.

19 (Applause). 

20 Congratulations, AJ.

21 Gary, thank you.

22 6TH DISTRICT CMDR COX, JR.:  Thank you, sir.  

23 1VC STENNIS:  Thank you.

 2 1VC STENNIS:  Can I get a PDC to install AJ?

 3 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  He's got Stanley out

 4 of his District.

 5 1VC STENNIS:  Come on, Stanley.

 6 (Applause).

 7 PDC PLEASANT:  My fellow Legionnaire, you

 8 have been chosen to fill the office of 2nd Vice

 9 Commander for the Department of Ohio.  I know you

10 will vindicate the trust that has been placed in

11 you.  I know you will fulfill every obligation

12 required of you.

13 Familiarize yourself with the duties of your

14 office and carry out those duties with the same

15 spirit from which arose The American Legion.  The

16 welfare and success of the Department depends on

17 you, as does the preservation of the integrity of

18 The American Legion.

19 Protect the good name of The American Legion

20 with the people of our great nation.  Help them to

21 know the Legion purposes and policies.  Remember

22 the tolerance that animates us as members.

23 Remember there is no rank among us, for we all

24 serve as equals.  We all are aiming for the same

25 goals, the ideas of justice, freedom, democracy
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 1 and loyalty.

 2 Harold.

 3 1ST DISTRICT 1VC LANDIS:  Harold Landis, 1st

 4 District 1st Vice Commander, I make a motion that

 5 we terminate Eric Hall from being Adjutant because

 6 of his misconduct.

 7 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  DSO.  

 8 It's DSO.

 9 1VC STENNIS:  He would be terminated as a

10 DSO.

11 FROM THE FLOOR:  What was that?

12 He was a DSO.  We were giving him a position.

13 Not as Adjutant, as a DSO.

14 1ST DISTRICT 1VC LANDIS:  We'd terminate him

15 from Adjutant first, and then DSO.

16 FROM THE FLOOR:  He's already terminated.

17 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  I would clarify that

18 motion.  We need to get this right.  

19 FROM THE FLOOR:  Go ahead.

20 1VC STENNIS:  Let's do this.  Let's do this.

21 Because he has stepped down as Adjutant.  So he

22 has to be terminated as a DSO.  

23 FROM THE FLOOR:  He has to be terminated as

24 an employee.  

25 1VC STENNIS:  We still should be specific.

 7 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).  

 8 COMMANDER STENNIS:  All right, thank you all.

 9 (Applause).

10 Okay, we're rounding home, folks.  It's

11 getting hot, plus I'm nervous because my wife's

12 been shopping for six hours.

13 So the next thing on the agenda is the

14 discussion of hiring a new coordinator.

15 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  John Robinson,

16 Assistant Adjutant.  

17 We have a strong candidate from Bowling Green

18 University.  He is in the Army National Guard

19 right now.  He has served overseas.  He is

20 eligible to be a Legionnaire.  He does not

21 graduate until December, but he is willing to

22 travel Monday, Wednesday and Friday, and work at

23 Department, which gives us time to evaluate his

24 benefits and make any corrections necessary.  And

25 he is willing to do this at $18 an hour for his 90
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 1 days.  

 2 Once he graduates, we would like to go back

 3 to the Finance Committee and have a better

 4 presentation for him.  But at this time I need the

 5 body to vote to hire him.

 6 FROM THE FLOOR:  What's his name?

 7 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Suzette Heller,

 8 12th District 1st Vice, through the Commander.  

 9 What's his job duties?  

10 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  The coordinator

11 position is the events and Post activities.

12 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Is it the VHA

13 Coordinator, Veterans Health Administration, or is

14 that the Gifts for Yanks?

15 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  No.  We're

16 changing it more towards raising money for the

17 programs and events.  So he will be doing a lot of

18 social media work, a lot of the work with

19 sponsorships for our different programs for --

20 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Is this a new

21 position, like business development, fundraising?

22 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  Yes.  But he's

23 replacing Andrew.  Andrew had moved into doing

24 that stuff under Eric.  So I would like to

25 continue that, push that program farther, to bring
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 1 money into the Department when we are doing

 2 things.

 3 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Can we get a job

 4 description drafted for that position?

 5 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  Yes.  We actually

 6 have one.  

 7 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Can we have it?

 8 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  I can't.  I just

 9 don't have it with me right this second.  

10 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Could we table

11 this for an e-mail vote -- 

12 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  We can.  

13 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  -- once we get the

14 job description?

15 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  It's up to you

16 guys.  Yes.  

17 And his name is Hunter.  And I keep

18 forgetting his last name, sorry.  

19 FROM THE FLOOR:  Biden.  

20 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  It's Woods.

21 COMMANDER STENNIS:  So, I need a motion and I

22 need a second, and then we can table this.  

23 And then, John, if you could get that out to

24 the DEC and have us vote on this, we can get done

25 with this very quickly so we can get this young

 2 6TH DISTRICT 1VC EATON:  Shane Eaton, 1st

 3 Vice Commander of the 6th District, makes a motion

 4 to table this for e-mail vote.  

 5 5TH DISTRICT 1VC MOORE:  I'll second that.

 6 Marty Moore, 5th District 1st Vice.

 7 COMMANDER STENNIS:  Outstanding.  

 8 Any discussion?

 9 9TH DISTRICT CMDR HANNUM:  Joyce Hannum,

10 Commander, 9th District.  

11 Were there any other applications for this

12 job?  Is this the only one?  Did we advertise it

13 or did you just know him or pick him randomly?  

14 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  He was submitted

15 to us by a previous employee that works at Bowling

16 Green and he knew we were looking for a candidate.

17 And he kind of fell to us.  

18 He interviewed very well.  And that's why I

19 brought him before you. 

20 9TH DISTRICT CMDR HANNUM:  Well who

21 interviewed him?  Who determined what his job was

22 going to be?  

23 I mean if you're going to create a new

24 position, that should be approved by the DEC;

25 should it not?  
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 1 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Yes.  

 2 9TH DISTRICT CMDR HANNUM:  So if it's

 3 technically a new position, you should advertise

 4 for it and get more than just one application who

 5 was recommended to you, no matter how great the

 6 guy is.

 7 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  I didn't create

 8 this position.  Eric had moved that position to

 9 there.  So I was just trying to fill that

10 position, since Andrew left.

11 9TH DISTRICT CMDR HANNUM:  And who

12 interviewed him?  

13 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  Christie

14 interviewed him.  And I interviewed him over the

15 phone.  

16 And he has a strong skill set of what we were

17 looking for for that position.

18 We can open it up more.  It's just that we've

19 been looking for coordinators, and even front desk

20 people, and we don't get a lot of responses that

21 would even show up for those.

22 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  You and every other

23 company in this country.

24 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  So when you find

25 somebody that's willing to work with you -- 
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 1 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  I agree.

 2 9TH DISTRICT CMDR HANNUM:  Joyce Hannum,

 3 Commander, 9th District.  

 4 This is following the same pattern.  We have

 5 to buy the car now.  We have to do this now.  We

 6 have to pay for membership now, before we have a

 7 vote.  I'm really tired of everything being last

 8 minute and having to be done now.

 9 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  That's why I'm

10 bringing it, to ask the DEC for their permission

11 for that.  

12 I'm not saying we have to do it.  That's up

13 to you guys, whether we do it or not.  I'm just

14 presenting my findings and what I would like to

15 happen.  It's up to you guys whether we do it or

16 not.

17 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  I think we've

18 spoken.

19 COMMANDER STENNIS:  So we have a motion and a

20 second on the floor.  

21 Anymore discussion?

22 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

23 COMMANDER STENNIS:  All right, all right.

24 So, all in favor of -- 

25 Yes.
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 1 FROM THE FLOOR:  This is a motion to -- 

 2 Table.  Table it.  

 3 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (Multiple unintelligible

 4 interruptions).  

 5 COMMANDER STENNIS:  One at a time.

 6 We have a motion and a second on the floor to

 7 table this pending the job description that's

 8 going to be sent out, and then we will vote

 9 electronically.

10 FROM THE FLOOR:  And we can see his resume?

11 COMMANDER STENNIS:  Yes, yes.

12 All in favor.

13 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Aye.  

14 COMMANDER STENNIS:  All not in favor?  

15 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).

16 COMMANDER STENNIS:  All right, so this motion

17 is tabled.

18 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  The Oral History

19 Project was something that was started but never

20 terminated.  This body needs to vote whether they

21 want to continue it or not.

22 FROM THE FLOOR:  What does it cost us?

23 Nothing.

24 8TH DISTRICT 1VC CAPPS:  Donald Capps,

25 District 8 1st Vice Commander.  I vote that we
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 1 terminate the PCI program, I make a motion to

 2 terminate the PCI program altogether, period.

 3 1ST DISTRICT CMDR MOTTER:  Kevin Motter, 1st

 4 District Commander, seconds that motion.

 5 COMMANDER STENNIS:  All right, we have a

 6 motion and a second to terminate the much-maligned

 7 PCI program.  

 8 Is there any discussion?  

 9 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Yes, Commander.

10 Suzette Heller, 12th District 1st Vice.  

11 So the message that went out previously via

12 Constant Contact, saying that the program has been

13 suspended, what was the action to suspend that

14 program?  

15 Because I called them after our last

16 emergency DEC.  They were happy to take all my

17 information and they were happy to sell me

18 something.  I just wanted to see how far it would

19 go.  I didn't buy anything, but they were more

20 than happy.  

21 So is there a matter of confidence here

22 where -- because a contract has already been

23 signed; right?  It's not PCI's fault; right?  They

24 have a signed contract.  So is there a matter of

25 commerce here that could put us in a legal
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 1 liability based on that contract?  And, moving

 2 forward, should we actually, should we talk to

 3 National about this, and talk about the way that

 4 this company kind of preys on the Departments;

 5 right?  

 6 I don't know if there's anything that can be

 7 done with this at a National perspective, but I am

 8 concerned about the matter of commerce here.  And

 9 while we may be able to tell our members you

10 shouldn't be doing this, but does that put us in

11 some kind of liability, as of commerce, with a

12 signed contract?

13 COMMANDER STENNIS:  Well I think with this

14 decision for us to terminate this, I think the

15 first point of order would be to make sure that

16 our attorney lets them know to cease and desist

17 all actions with not only the Department but it's

18 members.  That's the first thing.  So that's the

19 first thing that should happen.

20 He's next and then you're next (indicating).  

21 That's the first thing that should happen.  

22 Then, going forward from there we need to

23 contact all of our members and let them know the

24 DEC has made this decision.

25 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  What about the
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 1 members who have already signed up and they're

 2 waiting for that book?  I mean, do we have a right

 3 to tell that company that they have to refund

 4 that, and that the agreement between the company

 5 and the member cannot exist?  Do we have that

 6 right?

 7 COMMANDER STENNIS:  At this point in time, I

 8 don't have an answer for that.  I don't have an

 9 answer.  

10 And again, that gets into legalese that I am

11 not familiar with.  

12 But, as a body, what we have to do is say

13 we're not dealing with these folks anymore.

14 That's what we have to do.  We're not dealing with

15 these folks anymore.  

16 Yes.  

17 5TH DISTRICT 1VC MOORE:  Marty Moore, 5th

18 District 1st Vice.  

19 Also, we need to request our information

20 back.

21 FROM THE FLOOR:  Right.  

22 5TH DISTRICT 1VC MOORE:  We need to get our

23 data back.  We need to request it.  I mean, it

24 should be in the termination.

25 1VC STENNIS:  Yes.

 1 PDC WILSON:  I just want to clarify

 2 something.  

 3 When we found out that Eric did this with

 4 PCI, he was instructed, by letter and e-mail, to

 5 cease and tell them, contact PCI and tell them to

 6 cease and desist contacting our members.  He had

 7 no authority to give them our information.  Eric

 8 told me he did.  

 9 Now, I believe Eric probably called them or

10 e-mailed them, but they're still doing it because

11 they have the list.

12 Now, requesting the list back is not really

13 going to do anything, because they've already sold

14 that list to the person who's calling you on the

15 phone.  They're not PCI.

16 5TH DISTRICT 1VC MOORE:  I understand that.

17 PDC WILSON:  Okay.  So I'm saying they've

18 already sold that list, or gave that list to those

19 people.  Okay?  

20 All we can do is, please, you know, get with

21 PCI and tell them that he didn't have the right.

22 And then we need to keep informing our members,

23 don't call, don't call that number.  

24 And they also, PCI also said they would give

25 our members who paid the money their money back.
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 1 That's what Eric told me.  I can only go by what

 2 Eric said.  And I have an e-mail to that effect.  

 3 So, just to let you know, that's what was

 4 said about what was supposed to be done.  Who

 5 knows exactly what happened?  

 6 5TH DISTRICT 1VC MOORE:  Well we don't want

 7 them to sell it anymore, that information.  

 8 PDC WILSON:  I agree.  But they've already

 9 got a copy of it.  

10 COMMANDER STENNIS:  Okay, we'll have Harold

11 and then Steve.  

12 ALTERNATE NEC MASOWICK:  I'm just saying,

13 through the Chair.

14 COMMANDER STENNIS:  Okay.  

15 Harold, go ahead.

16 1ST DISTRICT 1VC LANDIS:  Okay.  Harold

17 Landis, Department (sic) 1st Vice.  

18 We're talking about the company that we first

19 contacted.  

20 We have to give the name of that company

21 that's doing the phone solicitation and put out a

22 court order that they destroy all the information

23 that they have on our membership.  It has to be

24 done by a, you know, a court order.  

25 Because the simple reason is, if they have
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 1 that stuff and we don't have some kind of legal

 2 cease and desist, they can do whatever they want

 3 with it.  So we have to have something.  

 4 And we've got to talk to our lawyer on what

 5 we have to have.  But we've got to get that cease

 6 and desist for use of our information, all the way

 7 down.

 8 COMMANDER STENNIS:  Yes.  

 9 Shane, and then we'll call for a vote.

10 6TH DISTRICT 1VC EATON:  Real quick, Shane

11 Eaton, 1st Vice Commander of the 6th district.  

12 From a legal standpoint, that contract with

13 PCI is null and void, right, because we didn't

14 give authorization to sign that?  

15 COMMANDER STENNIS:  Right, correct.

16 6TH DISTRICT 1VC EATON:  So we can terminate

17 it because, you know, it's null and void.  We

18 never gave authorization for him to do that.

19 COMMANDER STENNIS:  All right, let's call for

20 a vote.  

21 All in favor of terminating the PCI

22 relationship use the sign of aye.  

23 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  Aye.  

24 COMMANDER STENNIS:  All not in favor?  

25 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (No response).
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 1 COMMANDER STENNIS:  All right, so that

 2 passes.  

 3 We will have to follow up with the

 4 Department's attorney.  Something has to be

 5 drafted so we can put, we have to put them on

 6 notice.  Because this has to stop.  

 7 Again, we don't know if that was done or not.

 8 So for our benefit, we have to do something and

 9 put that in writing.

10 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  Just make sure

11 all your National forms are turned in.  Make sure

12 we've got your -- I know we haven't got the room

13 reservations back from the hotel yet.  The -- I

14 shouldn't say reservations.  The receipt numbers.

15 We're still waiting on.  

16 5TH DISTRICT 1VC MOORE:  The confirmation

17 number.  

18 INTERIM ADJUTANT ROBINSON:  The confirmation

19 number.  

20 Thank you, Marty.  

21 We're still waiting on the hotel to get those

22 sent to us.  

23 We look forward to seeing everybody that's

24 going out there.

25 The next standing commissions will be
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 1 October 1st, at fall conference.  That will be

 2 voting for the of-the-year awards.  

 3 And then that's all I've got.

 4 COMMANDER STENNIS:  Okay.  

 5 All right, how many folks are going to

 6 Milwaukee, by a show of hands?  

 7 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  (Indicating).  

 8 COMMANDER STENNIS:  All right, there's quite

 9 a few folks that will be buying me drinks.

10 All right, 1st Vice Rue.

11 1VC RUE:  Thanks, Charles.

12 So, something I found out last night really

13 bothered me.  We had a group that went out and had

14 their own Zoom meeting last night in here.  If we

15 were a government entity and not a 501(c)(19),

16 that would be illegal, because it would be

17 breaking the sunshine law, to have a committee

18 meeting and have at least half of the people who

19 are voting members on that board at that meeting.

20 To me, I think it was very unethical that we

21 would stoop to a level like that.  

22 I know it was put out that it's because

23 people have agendas that are being moved and you

24 don't want to be surprised, you want to be on the

25 same page coming in.  But we're all surprised when
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 1 we walk in and there's resolutions and everything

 2 else going on.  

 3 But it just really troubles me that we would

 4 stoop to something like that that's actually

 5 illegal for most positions that people would hold

 6 on a board.  And I would hope that it wouldn't

 7 continue.  

 8 Thank you.

 9 COMMANDER STENNIS:  All right, let's get it

10 back on a happy note.

11 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Commander.  

12 COMMANDER STENNIS:  Yes.  

13 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Commander, Suzette

14 Heller, 12th District 1st Vice.  

15 I put that e-mail out.  I sent that e-mail

16 out because, as a board, we have every right for a

17 discussion.  It's unofficial.  We are allowed to

18 talk to each other prior to a meeting, to have a

19 discussion about the business of The Legion.  It

20 doesn't always have to happen in this room, on

21 transcript.  

22 There's all kinds of conversations that

23 happen amongst members, amongst table officers,

24 that happen that are not inclusive of the District

25 members.  
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 1 So we have every right.  We are not under the

 2 sunshine laws, because we're not a government

 3 entity.  We're a nonprofit.  We're a board.  We're

 4 a nonprofit executive board that has every right

 5 to have unofficial discussions.

 6 2VC RUE:  You do.  But when you do them in a

 7 group, as a majority, it's kind of unethical.

 8 Because if you were in another entity, it would be

 9 illegal.

10 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  But we're not in

11 another entity, so it's not illegal.

12 2VC RUE:  No, but it's unethical.

13 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Well that's my

14 point, Jason.  

15 1VC RUE:  No, it's not illegal.  It's

16 unethical.  

17 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  So, you know, I'm

18 just saying that I sent that e-mail out.  

19 FROM THE FLOOR:  We know.  

20 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  Because I'm in The

21 Legion and I can tell you I'm not alone in saying

22 this, that there's been a lot of things that have

23 been occurring on this board that has not been

24 inclusive of people that has been inappropriate.  

25 And so, you know, had we invited the table
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 1 officers, it would have been an official meeting;

 2 right?  So in order to keep it unofficial and for

 3 us to just talk as District Commanders and

 4 District leadership, we have every right to do

 5 that.  

 6 So we wanted to keep it as unofficial as

 7 possible and to just have a discussion.  So I just

 8 want that to be clear.  It wasn't to be exclusive

 9 of anyone.  It was just to keep it unofficial.

10 And it was just to talk about things before we get

11 here so we're not surprised about things.  

12 Because, yes, people have agendas.  They

13 really do.  Honestly.  And so, you know, no one

14 likes to be surprised.  Nobody likes to be caught

15 off guard.  Nobody likes that at all when it comes

16 to dealing with important business of the

17 Department.  

18 And we don't meet as often as we normally

19 should.  We only meet quarterly.  

20 And I'm sorry, but most of us here are not in

21 the business of rubber stamping.  You know, that's

22 not what we sign up for.  It's not what we serve

23 for, to just rubber stamp what's being told to us.  

24 So in order to get to what is in the best

25 interests and for the good of The Legion, it's
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 1 important that we have these discussions.  

 2 So, thank you, Commander.  

 3 2VC RUE:  Well 28 out of the 36 people that

 4 are voting members in a group doesn't strike me as

 5 being very honest.

 6 12TH DISTRICT 1VC HELLER:  District

 7 Commanders.  It was only District Commanders,

 8 District leaders.

 9 1VC RUE:  Including the 1st Vices, that's 28

10 of the --

11 . . . CALL TO ORDER . . . 

12 COMMANDER STENNIS:  This better be good of

13 The Legion.

14 6TH DISTRICT 1VC EATON:  It is.  

15 COMMANDER STENNIS:  All right.  

16 6TH DISTRICT 1VC EATON:  Shane Eaton, 1st

17 Vice Commander, 6th District.  

18 Before you close your remarks, I just want to

19 pay homage to Commander Brad Teis by saying O-H.  

20 FROM THE ASSEMBLY:  I-O.

21 COMMANDER STENNIS:  Outstanding, outstanding.

22 14TH DISTRICT 1VC MCCLAIN:  I'm standing.

23 COMMANDER STENNIS:  All right, go ahead.

24 14TH DISTRICT 1VC MCCLAIN:  I'm Sharon

25 McClain.  I'm 1st Vice Commander for the 14th
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 1 District.  

 2 I would like to present to the Department of

 3 Ohio $100 for our Save A Warrior.

 4 COMMANDER STENNIS:  Outstanding, outstanding.

 5 (Applause).  

 6 14TH DISTRICT 1VC MCCLAIN:  And I'm standing.

 7 COMMANDER STENNIS:  All right.

 8 NTL VICE CMDR WILSON:  Mr. Commander.  

 9 COMMANDER STENNIS:  Yes.  

10 NTL VICE CMDR WILSON:  If I could, two

11 things.  

12 Number 1, I talked to Roxy.  And as we all

13 know, Brad had a homecoming coming up.  And she

14 would like to change that into a celebration of

15 life.
