What Should You Do, When Should 

You Do It, How Do You Know, 

Who Do You Ask? 

  

When a question or conflict arises do 

you settle it by asking the oldest guy 

in the room? He’s been around the 

longest. Do you go with the loudest 

guy in the room? He seems confi-

dent. I know ask the Commander or Adjutant, after all 

they keep getting reelected. 

  

What if you still disagree? There are many ways to get 

an answer, but there is only one way which is correct 

and binding, Your Squadron Constitution and Bylaws! 

  

Constitution and Bylaws are two separate documents 

that are often confused as words that denote the same 

document, when strictly speaking; there is a difference 

between them as they have different meanings. The 

Constitution is the main document of an organization 

that determines the fundamental aspects of the said or-

ganization. The Bylaws determine the detailed guidelines 

of the organization. This section consists of matters 

such as duties of officers, duties of advisor, committees, 

impeachment, elections, finance, and amendments. 

  

It is important to know that the constitution describes 

the organization and the bylaws govern the day to day 

functions of the organizations. This is the main differ-

ence between the two words, namely, constitution and 

bylaws.     see TOWNS page 5 

http://www.ohiolegion.com/
mailto:SALNEC@OhioLegion.com?subject=SAL_OH_NEC-APPT:

That is why every squadron should have on hand a copy 

of their unique squadron’s constitution and bylaws and 

have them updated on a regular basis to keep them 

from being in conflict with the Detachment and Nation-

al Constitution and Bylaws of The Sons of The Ameri-

can Legion. 

  

Before questions arise concerning your Squadron or 

District always consult your commander, adjutant, and 

advisor for your Constitution and Bylaws. If a copy can-

not be found please check to see if a copy has been 

recorded at Detachment Headquarters. If no file copy 

can be found I recommend appointing a committee and 

downloading the suggested constitution and bylaws 

format from the national web-

site https://www.legion.org/sons/files/handbook16.pdf, 

starting on page 36 and have the appointed committee 

develop them. 

  

With no official constitution and bylaws to go by as a 

guide you can also refer to your sponsoring Post / Dis-

trict Constitution as a guide until one is voted on an 

accepted by your membership.

Child Welfare Foundation 

 

I recently had the opportunity to attend 

the American Legion’s Children and 

Youth Conference in Indianapolis. Here’s 

a brief recap. 
 

It began, as most conferences do, with 

welcomes from distinguished guests and included re-

ports from both the American Legion Auxiliary and the 

SAL on C&Y donations and project hours. The totals 

were large, and probably even larger considering that 

both speakers mentioned the lack of Consolidated 

Squadron Reports turned in nationwide. 

 

Resolutions training took place in the morning. This 

gave the attendees information on why and how we 

submit Resolutions to Detachment and National. There 

is plenty of good information on www.legion.org for 

anyone considering a submission. 

 

Angels and Doves of Indianapolis presented on anti-

bullying. Their program goes into our K-12 schools and 

teaches students how to help other students handle 

bullying. This results in more of a peer-to-peer solution 

instead of an adult-based program and is much more 

successful at finding at-risk kids that could be afraid to 

go to school and/or even contemplating suicide. 

 

The Family Support Network seeks to make sure that 

military families do not shoulder the burden of service 

alone. In these changing times within our military it’s 

not unusual for Guard and Reserve units to be paired 

with active-duty units. These Guard and Reserve units 

don’t always have the support network in place that 

many of our active-duty units have available. It’s im-

portant we support all of our military when we can. 

 

Don Whitehead, a Task Force Officer with the FBI, re-

ported on Internet Crimes Against Children. It was, at 

times, graphic and very disturbing. The ability that bad 

people have, to do bad things, to good people, is fright-

ening.

I’m both sorry that we live in a world that has a task 

force for this, and glad that we do and that they are able 

to get some of these bad people off the streets. It was 

definitely a hard hitting presentation, but then, that’s 

probably what he intended. 

 

The American Legion Education and Scholarship Pro-

grams covered the Legacy Scholarship Fund which has 

expanded its eligibility, this year; to include the children 

of veteran’s who have a 50% or greater disability, as 

determined by the VA. The Samsung American Legion 

Scholarship, once again, awarded 10 $20,000 scholar-

ships. Both of these programs have moved to online 

applications with the result being more applications and 

more completed applications. Information provided by 

the applicants is also easier to verify through this pro-

cess. 

 

Finally, there was two presentations by 2016 CWF re-

cipients.  

 

Our Military Kids provides grants to children of de-

ployed and wounded service members. The grants pay 

for participation in extracurricular activities and tutoring 

programs that nurture and sustain the children while a 

parent is serving or recovering from injuries. 

 

The National Children’s Cancer Society has received 4 

CWF grants dating back to 2004. They provide emo-

tional, financial, and educational support to children 

with cancer, their families and survivors. Since 1987 

they have helped over 38,000 children and their families 

with over 62 million dollars in distributions. 

 

If anyone is interested in these presentations, the power 

points they used are available on Legion.org, under 

Children & Youth, at the bottom of the page, under 

Conference Presentations. Unfortunately, the FBI 

presentation on Internet Crimes Against Children is not 

available. 

 

On the CWF front, as of Thanksgiving, Ohio is in 7th 

place nationally, with a total donation of just over 

$10,400. Arizona looks to be keeping pace with their 

stated goal of donating over $100,000 so we might be 

looking at a second place finish this year. 

 

I look forward to getting some of those CWF banks 

back from you at Mid-winter. I can also pass out a few 

more for you to fill before Convention. I’ll have plenty 

of CWF shirts and merchandise to sell. And don’t for-

get the PDC’s Reverse Raffle.

Cleveland Fisher House.  

The Greater Cleveland Fish-

er House (GCFH) is an-

nouncing that the GCFH 

capital campaign has reached 

its fundraising goal of $3 mil-

lion as of July 15.  The targeted time window for 

groundbreaking is late 2016 with a build window of 10 – 

11 months. The formal GCFH capital campaign will 

wind down by the end of this year and then transition 

from a capital campaign task force to The Friends of the 

Cleveland Fisher Houses committee. Funds donat-

ed going forward will be used to purchase deep-

discounted airlines tickets for Fisher House fami-

lies traveling to and from Cleveland (done through the 

Fisher House Hero Miles program). Funds will also 

be used to obtain “entertainment values” for the fami-

lies. Finally, funds will be used to assist Fisher 

House families with children who may educational 

scholarship needs. Greater Cleveland Fisher House will 

now actually be two homes with 12 – 14 suites and will 

accommodate up to 50 family members. The houses will 

be built adjacent to the grounds of The Louis Stokes VA 

Medical Center in University Circle, Cleveland. 

 

Sandusky OVH.  The Fifth District is raising money to 

purchase 1 or 2 pinball machines to donate. 

 

They always need volunteers and do have a wish list you 

can donate too.

2454 X1216.  Squadron 733 continues to donate pea-

nuts to the rec center.  

 

Operation Comfort Warriors.  The American Le-

gion's Operation Comfort Warriors program was cre-

ated to provide "nonessentials" - items that help 

wounded warriors' recovery but don't usually show up 

as a budget line on government spreadsheets. 

 

The American Legion contacts officials at military hospi-

tals, warrior transition units, and surrounding communi-

ties, and obtains lists to determine which items are 

needed by wounded, injured or ill service members. 

Once a need is identified, the items are ordered by the 

Legion and delivered in an expeditious manner. It's as 

simple as that.

Hello from VA&R South! 

 

For nearly 95-years, The American Legion has been the 

leading advocate for proper healthcare. The American 

Legion has been behind the VA since 1930; in 1989 it 

became Department of Veterans Affairs. The American 

Legion has brought in $255 million to veterans in Ohio. 

 

The American Legion has 7 offices throughout the state.  

A lot of veterans pushed aside their job and education 

for military service. Some veterans that returned home 

have physical and personal problems. 

 

One of those problems is Post Traumatic Stress Disor-

der, or PTSD.  There are 3 types: 1) flashbacks, 2) 

nightmares, and 3) being around people.  Some return 

to normal others do not.  Others suffer from Traumatic 

Brain Injury, or TBI, mostly caused by concussions and 

headaches. 

 

Don’t forget the Gifts For Yanks this program in the 

state of Ohio.  It was started in 1952 giving to hospital-

ized veterans. On November 5, the Chillicothe VA had 

a parade and program honoring all veterans. The veter-

ans that were able came outside to watch, others 

watched from inside. The parade gets bigger every year.

National Commander Jeff Frain has emphasized that 

VA&R is one of the key programs for the SAL. So many 

programs to support in VA & R area. What are you do-

ing to promote programs for veterans? There are many 

things you can do. There are four VA medical centers in 

the state. If you live near one of them, go register to be 

a volunteer. If you live near Cleveland, how about help-

ing by becoming the SAL Veterans Affairs Voluntary 

Service (VAVS) representative. The VAVS representa-

tive is the voice of the SAL on the voluntary service 

committee. We need to do our part to make sure we 

are represented. See the paragraph below form the 

NEC meeting.  

 

Doug Murphy VA&R Vice Chair reviewed VAVS statis-

tics with the group. As of June 30, there were 

66 Reps. and on September 30, an estimated 68 Reps. 

He said that there were 48 Facilities as of June 30 

and an estimated 50 as of September 30. There were 

195 regularly scheduled volunteers and an estimated 

203 regularly scheduled volunteers as of September 30. 

The total hours volunteered were15,653 as of June 30 

and an estimated 18,847 as of September 30. Mr. Mur-

phy discussed the duties of Reps. and Deps. 

 

Volunteers should work one day per week and need to 

attend quarterly meetings. Regular Volunteers and Oc-

casional volunteers are needed. This is the primary area 

of need at this time. 

 

There are other programs to support veterans. Re-

member this one for our returning vets. Operation 

Comfort Warrior helps veterans with procuring needed 

items they can’t get elsewhere or can’t afford.  

Fisher House – I recently spoke with Chris Stanley. He 

is the Executive Director of the Fisher/Nightingale 

Houses, Inc. He reported that the Cleveland location is 

still in the planning stages and will serve more than the 

VA facility there. It will also serve veteran families at 

other medical facilities in and around Cleveland. The 

new Fisher House at the Dayton VAMC is tentatively 

scheduled for groundbreaking in April 2017. We as the 

SAL should find ways to support the Fisher House or-

ganization. 

 

Let’s not forget those who may have been lost in the 

shuffle years ago. The Missing In America Project is still 

strongly supported by Sons of The American Legion.  

Eligible Veterans and their wives can be buried in Na-

tional Cemeteries. They also are entitled to a headstone 

wherever they are buried. They need to get the cre-

mains off of the shelves and buried with honors. MI-

AP.US is the website for the Missing In America project. 

In Ohio we need to contact Steve Ebersole as our con-

tact for the MIAP.
