Teis, 10" District, Special Olympics Ohio stopped doing the athletes breakfast. Minadeo, 9™ District,
we need to stop doing travel. Suggests Gold Sponsorship Level for the summer games in
Columbus, and we can ask Charities to donate the money and each district can keep their own
donations and donate to them locally. Recommends banning committee, Charities to sponsor
$10,000 gold sponsorship, and any donations can be kept locally.

Gary Minadeo, 9™ District, motions to donate $10,000 to the state summer games for 2020 in the
form of a Gold Sponsorship. James Forsythe, 14™ District, seconds the motion.

Koehler D1- yes, Pierce D6- yes, Sands D7- yes, Minadeo D9- yes, Teis D10-
yes, Bradley D11- yes, Tepper D12- no, Forsythe D14- no. Roll call vote was 6 yes and 2 no.
