PDC Vrabel’s appointment comes in advance of 2020-

Vice-Commander.
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Congratulations to all on continuing to serve the organi-
zation and represent Ohio at the national level!

Online Squadron Membership Processing Now Availa-
ble in Ohio

It's finally happened! On September 16, Department
Headquarters received notice from National Headquar-
ters that all Squadrons in the Detachment of Ohio may
utilize the online membership processing feature of
their mySAL website.

This means that Ohio’s Squadrons may now submit
their membership renewals, transfers, and new mem-
ber details online with an electronic check transfer from
their bank account to National Headquarters in the
same amount you would send to Detachment Head-
quarters for each member. (National will transfer the
Detachment per capita amount back to Delaware on a
regular basis.) Until June 1, 2020 the amount will re-
main $7.00 per member — as of that date you will need
to send $10.00 per member to reflect the increase in
National per capita just approved at the Convention in
Indianapolis.

This will greatly speed up the processing of membership
cards for everyone, and it means that a member’s dues
payment will get posted more quickly since the official
recognition of current paid-up status is based upon Na-
tional depositing the payment and posting it to his rec-
ord.

Squadrons using the online membership processing fea-
ture will no longer need to send the left 2/3 of the
membership card (the National and Detachment parts)
to Detachment Headquarters. Simply complete and sign
the member’s part and give it to him — you can destroy
the two left-hand parts.

There are two requirements to use the online submis-
sion feature:

1. Your Squadron must be registered with a mySAL
account (see the Application form in the SAL
section of the Forms page on ohiolegion.com if
you don’t have one).

2. Your Squadron must have its own checking or
savings account for electronic transfers (or uti-
lize the post’s account if the Squadron does not
have a separate one).

Starting June 1, 2020 all squadrons will be required to
submit and additional $3.00 when membership is
transmitted. In Ohio that will mean that for each mem-
ber you will be charged $10.00 a member for detach-
ment and national per capita plus whatever your

district per capita is.

These changes will require all squadrons and districts to
examine their Constitution and Bylaws. Membership
Eligibility and Dues Articles in particular. While there
also look over your Annual Meeting section and be sure
that you are compliant with the Detachment of Ohio's
May 1st deadline for the reporting of the years Consoli-
dated Report Form and the Officers Certification Form.
These forms are NOT OPTIONAL, and you WILL NOT RE-
CEIVE your squadrons membership cards until they are
both filed. Be sure to have your newly revised Constitu-
tion and Bylaws reviewed by the Detachment Judge
Advocate.

These and other resolutions are submitted and voted on
by Post, Squadron, and Unit Members just like you. |
encourage you to learn more about your organization
and help form the next 100 years by attending an up-
coming District, State, and / or National Meeting.

Charitable Electronic Gaming Update
Contact Legislators NOW!
Hearings will begin soon.

Ohio House Bill 282 would permit charitable electronic
instant bingo at Ohio’s veterans posts. But the legisla-
tion faces opposition from those who don’t want to see
vets have their own electronic gaming system.

Veterans need to contact their Ohio House members
and urge their support for House Bill 282.

Below are talking points to use when you call or write to
discuss House Bill 282:

House Bill 282 Talking Points

e Permits instant bingo to be played in electronic
form. There’s no expansion of gaming. We already
play instant bingo in paper form. This is simply a
technology upgrade.

e Requires all machines to be connected to a central
system for security and financial integrity.

e Systems are approved and regulated by the Attor-
ney General.

e Attorney General David Yost supports this legisla-
tion.

e These games are only in private clubs. They are not
open to the general public. Only members and
guests can play.

e Veterans and fraternals give millions of dollars to
local charities each year. This bill would increase
our ability to support our locations and charities in
the local community, at no expense to taxpayers.

IMPORTANT VETERANS UPDATE
July 19, 2019
New State Budget is Beneficial to Ohio Veterans

COLUMBUS -With the approving signature of
Ohio Governor Mike DeWine, House Bill 166 be-
came law yesterday (July 18, 2019) and signaled
the onset of the state’s general operating budget
for FY 2020-21.
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“l am proud that this budget will significantly impact the
lives of Ohioans through its unprecedented invest-
ments,” said Governor DeWine. “It lays the groundwork
for a better Ohio for generations to come. This budget
will lead to healthier children, stronger families, safer
communities, an enhanced workforce, and a more
prosperous Ohio, while also providing significant tax
relief for every Ohio taxpayer and regulatory relief for
Ohio businesses.”

The budget — which was approved with bipartisan sup-
port by both the Ohio House of Representatives and the
Ohio Senate — also positively impacts Ohio’s veterans,
especially those who reside in the Ohio Veterans Homes
in Sandusky and Georgetown. Both Homes are operated
by the Ohio Department of Veterans Services (ODVS).

In the newly approved budget, funding for the Veterans
Homes will increase from about $29.3 million to more
than S$41.4 million in FY 2020 and up to $45.4 million in
FY 2021, which represents a two-year increase of more
than $28 million.

Over the past decade, the Ohio Veterans Homes have
taken on rising operating costs and a litany of new fed-
eral regulations. The increased funding for the Veterans
Homes received consistent support during the five-
month budget process from legislators and staff alike.

“With every dollar spent, two federal dollars from VA or
other sources are pulled into Ohio, making it a solid in-
vestment for the taxpayers,” said ODVS Director Debo-
rah Ashenhurst. “Every penny invested into the Veter-
ans Homes goes toward care for our men and women of
service, and fulfilling a state’s promise to those in-
firmed, injured and aging heroes of Ohio.”

The budget also includes increases of $37,214 for the
Veterans Bonus administrative fund and $10,000 for the
Ohio Veterans Hall of Fame in the new biennium as well
as an additional $217,438 spread across the state’s 13
recognized veteran service organizations for service
work.

Also of note, a $100,000 increase was added in during
Senate deliberations, which will go directly to Save a

Warrior foundation — an organization that addresses
issues related to Post Traumatic Stress.

“Ohio veterans served selflessly at home, abroad, and in
our communities. Ohio’s new budget demonstrates our
enduring commitment to veterans and provides the
Department of Veterans Services the resources to con-
tinue to serve the nearly 800,000 former service mem-
bers who live in Ohio, especially the residents of the
Ohio Veterans Homes,” Director Ashenhurst said. “The
vast majority of the resources approved for our de-
partment go to the care of our wartime veterans. Ohio
has supported the veterans of every American conflict
since the Civil War. Care has changed, but our commit-
ment has never wavered.

“The Ohio Department of Veterans Services is motivat-
ed by the leadership and vision of Gov. Mike DeWine
and Lt. Gov. Husted. We are grateful for the commit-
ment of Speaker Householder and President Obhof, and
the vital support of the entire General Assembly. We
are resolved to use Ohioans’ tax dollars wisely as we
continue to serve those who have served.”

The state also greenlighted a S3-million transcranial
magnetic stimulation pilot program that Mental Health
and Addiction Services (MHAS) will operate in conjunc-
tion with ODVS. Additionally, MHAS is authorized to
spend up to $500,000 in each fiscal year to support sui-
cide prevention efforts through a study that focuses on
suicide rates in Ohio.

The budget requires the Chancellor of the Ohio De-
partment of Higher Education to collaborate with ODVS
to develop veterans’ preference guidelines for institu-
tions of higher learning.

The Ohio Senate also noted earlier today that the new
operating budget, “increases funding for various veter-
ans’ organizations, including innovative programs fo-
cused on groundbreaking research for brain trauma and
other mental health concerns.”

Other Language Involving Veterans

The budget also:

e renames the Ohio War Orphans Scholarship to the
Ohio War Orphans and Severely Disabled Veterans'
Children Scholarship. That program allows for
$975,850 to be allocated in FY 2020 to the Ashland
University Military and Veterans Resource Center
Project.

e requires that $250,000 of the transferred cash from
the GRF to the Legal Aide Fund in each fiscal year to
be distributed by the Ohio Access to Justice Founda-
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tion to Ohio's civil legal aid societies for the sole
purpose of providing legal services for veterans.

e requires the Ohio Bureau of Motor Vehicles to allow
a person who qualifies as a disabled veteran to ap-
ply for and receive a license plate that recognizes
military service or valor for up to two motor vehi-
cles without the payment of any registration taxes
or fees.

About the Ohio Veterans Homes

In 1888, the citizens of Ohio established a home for
Ohio's honorably discharged Civil War veterans who,
due to disease, wounds or other causes, were unable to
earn a living. On Nov. 19 of that year, the first 17 men
were admitted to the Ohio Soldiers and Sailors Home,
known today as the Ohio Veterans Home. In 2003, the
state’s mission expanded with the opening of the
Georgetown Home in Brown County.

Together, the two Homes, provide care for more than
800 veterans, 24 hours a day, seven days a week. OVH
residents currently range in age from 46 to 101.

You are now becoming a teacher and helping de-
velop your squadrons’ reputation as leader into district.
After a while in district, conversations will develop on
future leadership for the district, so will you be ready to
step up. Your reputation will proceed you, so be careful.
This will be a tipping point for many. Are you a party
guy that is easy to find because you always in the bar,
drinking! Being social meaning promoting your image.
The way people see you. Do they want to be your sup-
porter, someone who packs an image of success? Be
nonpolitical, non-sexist, equal opportunity type of per-
son. Know the boundaries, know your opinions and ac-
tions are being rated and you do not even know it.

Now that you are navigating your district, you should be
attending detachment meetings, being involved at con-
ventions with committees and chairs. But always, bring
all info back to your district so that the info trickles
down to your squadrons including your own. Be careful
not to become a mister know it all. Remember you are a
teacher. So, trust that your leaders will follow thru. You
need to support them. If you have built the proper con-
nections at Detachment. You may have been ap-
proached about what your future] plans may be. It is
now when a lot of personal soul searching begins.

What do | do, am | ready, will | make a difference? All
guestions each of us have asked ourselves. If you have
been paying attention, you are creating a face. A face
within our organization. We, as past officers all have
made mistakes, and this article is designed help you
navigate those mistakes. The very first thing you must
do is to sit with your wife and family, and have some
very serious conversations about time, commitment,
and finances you may need commit to. Understand that
above all, SAL is a hobby, not your life, and without your
family support, you will fail. No one will blame you if
you bow out or step back. Once your family is on board,
how does your job fit in? Please understand this impact.
Get squadrons input, and what is their level of support.
Once your squadron has committed, draw up a resolu-
tion submit it to the Post and Auxiliary, asking for their
support and ask for a resolution from the Post.

Have the adjutant to draft a resolution for the Detach-
ment to approve. Next, dress the part. You are now a
professional so look the part. Get rid of all those pins on
your lapel. Get clothes and jackets that are clean, lint
free, button up those collars and wear ties tied correctly
with clean shoes not tennis shoes. Understand, your
president does not have a dozen pins on his lapel. He is
neat and projects a business image. You and your mes-
sage are what is important. Next, have a message, and
present it with facts and PASSION. When campaigning,
go everywhere. Be the new face of the organization.
Don’t be shy about telling your story. Telling them what
you’re about and your passion helps them get to know
you. Just asking for their support won’t cut it. Hit your
highlights. Remember you didn’t travel hours to say hi.
Win them over. Be passionate! Let them see how much
passion you have. Take time to listen. When you sit with
them, take notes, showing your concern for their con-
cerns will show your compassion. Recognize their ac-
complishments. Remember, you never know who is
watching. There are many more aspects of being a good
leader, but to be great leader, takes work, preparation
and most of all PASSION.

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New IRS Ruling — Emblem Sales

Emblem Sales in the U.S. Supreme Court decision, South
Dakota v. Wayfair in June 2018, the U.S. Supreme Court
ruled that states can require internet retailers to collect
sales taxes, even if the merchant doesn’t have a physi-
cal presence there. Ohio has mandated, through this
decision, any sales purchased online by residents of
Ohio, shall require the collection of sales taxes. We will
be doing an all Post mailing in October and this will be
part of that information.

Due to changes in Federal and state law, American Le-
gion Emblem Sales will begin collecting sales tax on
sales made from Ohio effective 9/1/2019.

The standard Ohio state sales tax rate of 5.75%, plus
any applicable local sales taxes, will be charged and
added to the sales price of taxable items, including
shipping charges.

All types of sales will be affected, including catalog and
internet sales. Customers will need to add the standard
sales tax to taxable merchandise and shipping in mail
and fax orders. Emblem Sales’ systems will automatical-
ly calculate the tax on internet and phone orders.

If a customer submits an order by mail or fax that does
not include sales tax as needed, Emblem Sales will have
to contact the customer to obtain the additional
amount before the order can be processed.

Current Ohio law only exempts the state headquarters
of veterans’ organizations from paying sales tax. Should
this change in the future, to avoid paying sales taxes,
Posts and other local organizations will need to submit a
copy of their state sales tax exemption certificate to
Emblem Sales.

If your Post has an EIN and is considered “Sales Tax Ex-
empt” by the IRS, a sales tax exemption form can be
completed and sent to Department HQ and we will
maintain it in your Post file and provide to National.

If you are unsure, you can visit the Ohio Taxation site
(link below) and the IRS website to learn more about it
and how your Post may be able to apply.

SUBJECT: Online Squadron Membership
Processing Now Available
in Ohio

It’s finally happened! Today (09/16/19) De-
partment Headquarters received notice from
National Headquarters that all Squadrons in the
Detachment of Ohio may utilize the Online
Membership Processing feature of their mySAL
website.

This means that Ohio’s Squadrons may now
submit their membership renewals, transfers,
and new member details online with an elec-
tronic check transfer from their bank account to
National Headquarters in the same amount you
would send to Detachment Headquarters for
each member. (National will transfer the De-
tachment per capita amount back to Delaware
on a regular basis.) Until June 1, 2020 the
amount will remain $7.00 per member — as of
that date you will need to send $10.00 per
member to reflect the increase in National per
capita just approved at the Convention in Indi-
anapolis.

This will greatly speed up the processing of
membership cards for everyone, and it means
that a member’s dues payment will get posted
more quickly as the official recognition of cur-
rent paid-up status is based upon National de-
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positing the payment and posting it to his rec-
ord.

Squadrons using the online membership pro-
cessing feature will no longer need to send the
left 2/3 of the membership card (the National
and Detachment parts) to Detachment Head-
quarters. Simply complete and sign the mem-
ber’s part and give it to him — you can destroy
the two left-hand parts.

There are two requirements to use the online
submission feature:

1. Your Squadron must be registered with a
mySAL account. (see the Application form
in the SAL section of the Forms page on
www.ohiolegion.com if you don’t have one)

2. Your Squadron must have its own checking
or savings account for electronic transfers
(or utilize the Post’s account if the Squadron
does not have a separate one).

We are posting an Online Membership Pro-
cessing Guide to the SAL section of the Forms
page on www.ohiolegion.comas well with
helpful information about setting up your
Squadron to submit membership batches online
and walking you through the actual handling of
online batches.

Please share this information with all the
Squadrons with which you come in contact and
encourage them to take advantage of this valua-
ble feature.
